MINUTES OF A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF APPEALS TUESDAY, 
November 20, 2012
Vice-Chairperson Sara Sweeney called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Members Present: Chairperson Sara Sweeney, Carol Long, Linda Moser, Gary Schlappal, and Darrell Jones Staff Present: Megan Clark, Town Planner/Zoning Administrator.
Docket No. BZA12-11
To hear a Variance Request by Ed Schreiber, appellant, to hear a Variance Request by Ed Schreiber, appellant, to vary the front setback from fifteen (15) feet to 0.2 feet and the side setback from ten (10) feet to 0.7 feet on for an existing garage on a new proposed lot. The Variance request is in accordance with the procedures provided under Article 10, Section 1005 of the Boonsboro Zoning Ordinance. 

The Zoning Administrator denied the request under 401.A.1 of the Zoning Ordinance, which requires a fifteen (15) foot front setback and a ten (10) foot side setback for structures within the TR Zone.
Testifying For:

Ed Schreiber, appellant, testified on the conditions of the Request for Variance. Mr. Schreiber stated he is representing the owner who would like to subdivide the existing property at 315 North Main Street. The proposed lot is on the rear of the property, thus creating a new front setback from Center Street. A barn exists on the rear of the existing property and is proposed to remain on the new lot, thus the reason for the request. The existing barn does not meet the Zoning requirements because it has been in existence prior to zoning within the Town and the applicant is not proposing to change the existing property lines, rather add a new property line in the center of the existing lot. Mr. Schreiber stated the Board of Zoning Appeals heard a case from the adjacent property owner, Mr. William Tritapoe, approximately four years ago for a variance of the lot width for a new lot fronting Center Street, and entered an exhibit of the adjacent property owner’s minor subdivision plat with an approved variance. 
Town Planner Clark read the recommendation of the Planning Commission which by unanimous vote, recommended for the Board of Zoning Appeals to approve the variance. 
Vice-Chairperson Sweeney: Will the barn remain on the property?
Appellant Schreiber: Yes, for the time being. A fence will be constructed between the two lots; however the barn could be torn down in the future and a home built on the new lot. 
Vice-Chairperson Sweeney asked if there were any others whom would like to speak either for or against Docket No. BZA12-11. No one else testified. 
Vice-Chairperson Sweeney closed the case.

Board Discussion:

Vice-Chairperson Sweeney asked whether anyone would like to discuss the case further. 

Action on BZA Case No 12-11:

Motion was made by Member Jones, seconded by Member Schlappal, that the Board of Appeals grant the Request for Variance to vary the front setback from fifteen (15) feet to 0.2 feet and the side setback from ten (10) feet to 0.7 feet on for an existing garage on a new proposed lot at the rear of 315 North Main Street. The motion passed unanimously.
