MINUTES OF A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF APPEALS TUESDAY, 
APRIL 19, 2011
Vice-Chairperson Sara Sweeney called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.  Members Present: Vice Chairperson Sara Sweeney, Carol Long,, Paul Gudelski, and Darrell Jones Members Absent: Chairperson Laura Kirby and Linda Moser Staff Present: Megan Clark, Town Planner/Zoning Administrator. 
Approval of Minutes of the March 15, 2011: 

The minutes were adopted as stated.

To hear a Variance Request by Dusty Clever, appellant, to vary the minimum setback requirements to the following: front setback from 15’ to 14’; side setbacks from 10’ to 7’; and the rear setback from 20’ to 5’ for a new shed, within the TR Zone.  The Variance request is in accordance with the procedures provided under Article 10, Section 1005 of the Boonsboro Zoning Ordinance. 

The Zoning Administrator denied the request under 401.A.1 of the Zoning Ordinance, which states the new construction must be within the required setbacks.  The property is located at 5 Park, Boonsboro MD and is zoned Town Residential (TR).
Testifying For:

Dusty Clever, appellant, testified on the conditions of the request for variance. Mr. Clever stated he would like to place a larger storage shed on the property since the house does not have a basement or attic and he needed more storage space. Mr. Clever stated the proposed shed is a pre-fab building that he would set on stone at the end of his driveway. 

Board Member Long: Is there a shed on the property now that would be removed?
Appellant Clever: Yes, there is an existing 8’ x 10 shed there now that would be removed.
Vice-Chairperson Sweeney: Is the garage going to be used for cars or storage?

Town Planner Clark read the recommendation of the Planning Commission which stated “The Planning Commission had rendered an advisory opinion at their regular meeting on March 22, 2011. The Planning Commission recommended that the Board of Zoning Appeals approve the Request for Variance.”

Vice-Chairperson Sweeney asked if there were any questions. There were none. Vice-Chairperson Sweeney closed the case.

Board Discussion:
Vice-Chairperson Sweeney asked whether anyone would like to discuss the case further. 
Action:

Motion was made by Member Jones, seconded by Member Gudelski, that the Board of Appeals grant the request for variance to vary the minimum setback to the following: front setback from 15’ to 14’; side setbacks from 10’ to 7’; and the rear setback from 20’ to 5’ for a shed located on the property at 5 Park Drive.  The motion passed unanimously.
