MINUTES OF A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF APPEALS TUESDAY, 
June 19, 2012
Chairperson Laura Kirby called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Members Present: Chairperson Laura Kirby, Carol Long, Linda Moser, Darrell Jones,  and Gary Schlappal Members Absent: Vice Chairperson Sara Sweeney, and Paul Gudelski Staff Present: Megan Clark, Town Planner/Zoning Administrator. 
Docket No. BZA12-05
To hear a Variance Request by Charles Conaway, appellant, to reduce the front setback by four feet and reduce the front setback by eight feet at the front corner for an addition/garage. The Variance request is in accordance with the procedures provided under Article 10, Section 1005 of the Boonsboro Zoning Ordinance.
The Zoning Administrator denied the request under Section 401.A.1 of the Zoning Ordinance, which requires a fifteen (15) foot front setback for structures within the TR-1 Zone.
Testifying For:

Charles Conaway, appellant, testified on the conditions of the Request for Variance. Mr. Conaway stated he would like to build a 26’ x 40’ addition that is an extension of his kitchen and a two-car garage. He stated their property is a corner lot, which has a diagonal property line in the front corner, thus the request for the garage to be closer on one side. 

Member Jones: Which way would the garage doors face?

Appellant Conaway: The garage will face Carroll Avenue.
Member Long: Is there an existing garage now?

Appellant Conaway: No.
Member Jones: The addition will be one story?
Appellant Conaway: Yes, there is a crawl space attic for storage.
Town Planner Clark read the recommendation of the Planning Commission which stated “The Planning Commission had rendered an advisory opinion at their regular meeting on June 13, 2012. The Planning Commission recommended that the Board of Zoning Appeals approve the request to vary the front setback from 15 feet to 11 feet and deny the request to reduce the setback from 15 feet to 7 feet since it appeared the garage could be pulled back further.
Appellant Conaway stated it would be hard to move the garage/addition since the proposal is to extend the existing kitchen, which is located in the front of the home now. 

Chairperson Kirby asked if there were any others whom would like to speak either for or against Docket No. BZA12-05. There were none. Chairperson Kirby closed the case.

Board Discussion:

Chairperson Kirby asked whether anyone would like to discuss the case further. 

Action on BZA Case No 12-05:

Motion was made by Member Jones, seconded by Member Moser, that the Board of Appeals grant the Request for Variance to reduce the front setback by four feet and reduce the front setback by eight feet at the front corner for an addition/garage. The motion passed unanimously.

Adjournment

There being no more business to come before this meeting of the Board of Appeals, the meeting was adjourned.
