To hear a Special Exception by David Nunamaker, appellant, to establish an in-home occupation for the purpose of obtaining a trader’s license. The Special Exception request is in accordance with the procedures provided under Article 10, Section 1006 of the Boonsboro Zoning Ordinance. 
The Zoning Administrator denied the request under Section 305.B.15 of the Zoning Ordinance, which requires special exception approval for an in-home occupation within the TR-1 Zone.
Testifying For:

David Nunamaker, appellant, testified on the conditions of the Request for Special Exception. Mr. Nunamaker stated he would like to sell cutlery at trade shows only, there would not be any sales taking place at his home.
Member Gudelski: How big is the truck that will be making the deliveries?

Appellant Nunamaker: It will be a regular size UPS truck.
Member Schlappal: How often will there be deliveries?

Appellant Nunamaker: About once a month.
Member Schlappal: How will you be transporting the inventory to the trade shows?
Appellant Nunamaker: I own a pick-up truck which I will load.
MemberJones: There will not be any sales out of your house?

Appellant Nunamaker: No
Town Planner Clark read the recommendation of the Planning Commission which stated “The Planning Commission had rendered an advisory opinion at their regular meeting on June 13, 2012. The Planning Commission recommended that the Board of Zoning Appeals approve the request for Special Exception to establish an in-home occupation. 
Chairperson Kirby asked if there were any others whom would like to speak either for or against Docket No. BZA12-05. There were none. Chairperson Kirby closed the case.

Board Discussion:

Chairperson Kirby asked whether anyone would like to discuss the case further. 

Action on BZA Case No 12-06:

Motion was made by Vice-Chairperson Sweeney, seconded by Member Schlappal, that the Board of Appeals grant the Request for Special Exception to establish an in-home occupation at 306 Lanafield Drive for the purposes of obtaining a trader’s license to sell cutlery at trade shoes. The motion passed unanimously.
