 Minutes of a meeting of the Planning Commission 
TUESDAY, DECEMBER 3, 2013

PRESIDING:      Chairman W. Carvel Wright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Chairman Wright declared the meeting minutes of the November 26, 2013 Regular Session, Joint Public Hearing on the Orchard Drive Rezoning, and the meeting minutes of the Joint Meeting between the Council, Utilities Commission, and Planning Commission approved with minor revisions. 

NEW BUSINESS
REQUEST FOR REZONING: KING ROAD ASSOCIATES

Town Planner Clark stated King Road Associates had submitted a request for rezoning for approximately nine acres of their 350 acres they own. The nine acres is found within the Sycamore Run development and abuts the properties along Young Avenue and South Main Street. She stated the Official Zoning Map of the Town shows the properties zoned as TR and SR; however the properties should have been zoned Town Center Residential, as the rest of the property was zoned with the Annexation in 2006.

The Commission agreed a joint public hearing should be scheduled with the Mayor and Council for Tuesday, January 28th at 6:30 pm in the Town Hall Annex. 
FINAL PLAT APPROVAL: SYCAMORE RUN PHASE I

Mike Wiley, engineer for the project, stated the final plat for Phase I of Sycamore Run proposes to record and develop the first twenty-eight (28) lots of 104 total in Sycamore Run. Also proposed is eighteen (18) acres of open space, including forest conservation, sewer outfall to the Young Avenue Pump Station, and the main entrance of Monument Drive at South Main Street. 

Town Planner Clark stated Triad has reviewed the final plat and bond estimate, and Washington County is reviewing the plans for stormwater and forest conservation. She stated, upon approval of the plans, a Public Works Agreement would be signed to ensure the infrastructure for the development, and bond the Young Avenue Pump Station, as the Utilities Commission had previously recommended. 

Ruff Fant, developer of Sycamore Run, stated he has a contract with NVR Homes which requires a certain number of lots to be available and he looks forward to making progress on the project. 

Motion by Vice-Chairman Maricle, seconded by Secretary Koerting, to APPROVE THE FINAL PLAT FOR SYCAMORE RUN PHASE I CONTINGENT UPON ENGINEERING, WASHINGTON COUNTY SWM AND FOREST CONSERVATION, REZONING APPROVAL, AND SUBMISSION OF THE BONDS AND PUBLIC WORKS AGREEMENTS. Motion passed unanimously. 

DISCUSSION

SYCAMORE RUN INSPECTION AGREEMENT

Town Planner Clark stated in lieu of posting a bond for engineering inspections and having Triad bill the Town for engineering work performed in conjunction with the development of Sycamore Run, she is proposing a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is signed between the Town, Triad Engineering, and King Road Associates. She stated the MOU would be for Triad Engineering to perform work on behalf of the Town; however bill King Road Associates directly. She stated a similar agreement had been entered into when Fletcher’s Grove was being developed. 
The Commission agreed to the proposal and requested a copy of the agreement once drafted. 

WATER AND SEWER CAPACITY ALLOCATION PROGRAM
Town Planner Clark presented a revised draft of the proposed water and sewer allocation program previously presented to the Commission. She stated based on the comments received at the joint meeting of the Council, Utilities and Planning Commission, she has revised the distribution of allocations section, adding specific priorities and reporting requirements, and the time limit of allocations.

The Commission discussed the revisions and agreed provisions for multi-year agreements should be included in the draft. 

Motion by Vice-Chairman Maricle, seconded by Member Parmelee, TO RECOMMEND TO THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL APPROVAL OF THE WATER AND SEWER ALLOCATION PROGRAM with the changes discussed. Motion passed unanimously.
