APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Chairman W. Carvel Wright declared the meeting minutes of the March 28, 2012 Regular Meeting of the Planning Commission approved as submitted.
NEW BUSINESS
ELECTION OF OFFICERS: Chairman, Vice-Chairman, & Secretary


Member Ambrose made a motion to elect Carvel Wright as Chairman. Member Koerting seconded the motion. 


The motion passed unanimously. 

Chairman Wright made a motion to elect Rob Maricle as Vice-Chairman. Member Jamison seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 

Member Ambrose made a motion to elect Kim Koerting as Secretary. Member Parmelee seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 

RECOMMENDATION TO THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL: Request Map Amendment: 309/311 South Main Street (BNRZ12-01)
Town Planner Clark stated she received an application for a Request for Map Amendment to rezone 309 and 311 South Main Street. She stated 309 South Main Street is currently zoned Suburban Residential, and 311 South Main Street is home to Mountainside Gardens, which is currently one of two parcels within Town that is zoned Neighborhood Commercial. She stated the request is similar in nature to the recent rezoning request of 310 South Main Street, where the applicant feels there has been a change in the character of the neighborhood and feels that both parcels should be rezoned to General Commercial.  Town Planner Clark also stated the applicant is interested in renting the existing single family dwelling at 309 South Main Street until he decides to open a shop within the dwelling. She stated she would verify the water/sewer bill to determine whether a residential use is grandfathered in. 
The Commission felt the extension of the General Commercial boundary made sense, since the neighborhood had become majority commercial.
Member Ambrose made a MOTION TO RECOMMED TO THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL APPROVAL OF THE REQUEST FOR MAP AMENDMENT TO REZONE 309 AND 311 SOUTH MAIN STREET TO GENERAL COMMERCIAL. Member Parmelee seconded the motion. THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

DISCUSSION

Town Planner Clark discussed the recent approval of the Sustainable Growth and Agricultural Preservation Act of 2012 (SB236) by the State of Maryland. She stated the purpose of the bill is to limit development on private septic systems and now requires jurisdictions to incorporate three tiers of growth, based upon public utilities. She stated municipalities will be required to at least adopt a Tier I and can incorporate a Tier II area.  
PLANNING AND ZONING UPDATES
Town Planner Clark reminded the Commission of the public hearing scheduled for May 7th at 6:45 pm in the Community Center on the Parking Regulations Amendment and stated a Public Hearing would be scheduled for June 4th at 6:30 pm for the Rezoning. She also stated she expected to have a final plat in for King Road, Phase I in May or June.
