PRESIDING:      Chairman W. Carvel Wright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Chairman W. Carvel Wright declared the meeting minutes of the July 19, 2011 Regular Meeting of the Planning Commission approved as submitted.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
RESOLUTION 2011-04: Land Development Fee Schedule

Town Planner Clark presented the Commission with proposed revisions to the Land Development Fee schedule based upon the discussion previously held with the Planning Commission to amend the fees to be consistent with the County. She provided a summary of the proposed changes which included the addition of three new fees and five revised fees. The new fees would be for concept plans, waiver requests, and as-built plans, while the revised fees increased the fees for minor subdivisions; multi-lot preliminary plans; multi-lot combined preliminary/final plans; and sign permits. 

Vice-Chairman Maricle asked what the technology fee is for. Town Planner Clark stated when the County implemented a technology fee; the Town did as well in September of 2006 to be earmarked for GIS.

Member Ambrose made a MOTION TO RECOMMED TO THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION 2011-04: LAND DEVELOPMENT FEE SCHEDULE. Vice-Chairman Maricle seconded the motion. THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY. 

MAP AMENDMENT: Request to Rezone 310 South Main Street

Chairman Wright informed the Planning Commission of the Public Hearing scheduled for Tuesday, September 6th at 6:30pm with the Mayor and Council. He stated after public comment was presented at the meeting, the Planning Commission would make a recommendation to the Mayor and Council on the map amendment. 

The Planning Commission discussed its concerns with parking and the building code requirements that are necessary for commercial occupancy. Town Planner Clark stated parking requirements are reviewed before a Zoning Permit can be issued for the business and would discuss with the County Inspector building code requirements. 

The Planning Commission agreed the parcel could be appropriate for commercial zoning; however would consider public comments prior to making a recommendation. 

DISCUSSION

PLANMARYLAND REVIEW
Town Planner Clark discussed the overall concept of the State’s PlanMaryland Draft document. She stated the document proposes identifying three different land uses as “GrowthPrint, AgPrint, and Green Print” based upon existing land uses or state program areas. The concept is to direct growth and state resources into existing developed areas or areas that have already been determined for state resources such as Priority Funding Areas, Community Legacy Areas, Main Streets, Historic Places, etc. Since the Town of Boonsboro is a Priority Funding Area, a portion of the Town has preliminarily been identified as a “GrowthPrint Area” while the other portion has been identified as an existing community, which PlanMaryland identifies this area as focusing on sustainability. Town Planner Clark stated the state has decided to change the terminology; however the concept will remain the same in the next draft. In the meantime, since only a portion of the Town was identified as a “growth area”, she would be requesting to send comments to the State asking for this to be revised to support the plans for the annexed properties, and Comprehensive Plan for the Town. The Commission agreed.
