Monday Yard Debris Pick-Up 

Continues until the 1st Ice/Snow 
Weather permitting; yard debris will 
be picked up each Monday by Town 
staff until the 1st ice and/or snow 
event when the plows are put onto 
the Town trucks. The Town’s Yard 
Debris Site on Monroe Road is open 
every Saturday from 8AM until 12 
Noon until November 21. The Yard 
Debris site will then be open on the 
3rd Saturday of each month during 
the winter. Remember… 
• Place your brown paper lawn bags 

at your curbside Sunday 
evening. Bags that are left out all 
week may become wet and will be 
impossible to lift. Please do not 
place them on the street, 
especially if it is raining.  

• No more than 8 bags per 
household, weighing no more 
than 30 pounds each per bag. If 
you can’t lift the bags, neither can 
our PW staff.  

• NO dirt, mulch, stone, sod, flower 
pots, cans, paper or other trash 
should be mixed in with debris. 
Bags will not be picked up if these 
items are inside. We mulch the 
yard debris pile at the site every 
year & items listed above will 
damage the mulching machinery.  

• Branches must be no thicker than 
4-inches in diameter and cut to a 
length of 4-feet. A maximum of 10 
branches per household, tied into 
bundles, will be picked-up.

Backyard Chicken Permit fees 
have been reduced from $80 to $50 
for Town residents who wish to 
raise 3 hens in their backyards with 
NO annual renewal fee. Residents 
keeping chickens on their properties 
within Town limits are required to 
fill out a yearly Chicken Permit at 
Town Hall on April 1st of each year. 
We ask that you please take the 
time to stop by Town Hall to keep 
your permit up to date, or to submit 
a NEW permit. If you do not renew 
your permit by that date, a $50 
permit renewal violation fee will be 
charged. 
. 
Storage Container Ordinance 
The Town passed an Ordinance 
regulating the time period that 
residents can have portable storage 
containers on their property and 
requiring that a permit be obtained 
for the containers. This includes 
PODS and other metal moving 
containers, metal sea containers 
and large roll-off trash containers 
for home renovations. Special 
consideration will be given to 
hardship causes such as fires and/or 
flooding and extensions can be 
obtained. Permits are available at 
Town Hall and on the Town website. 
 

PERMITS REQUIRED!! If you are 
considering a shed, deck, pool, 
additions, or starting a business, 
remember that a building or 
zoning permit is required. 
Information can be found on the 
Town website under Planning and 
Zoning or by calling the Town 
Planner at 301-432-5690.

• Please place your trash and 
recycling out on MONDAY night 
for Tuesday morning pick-up.  

• If AVW honestly misses your 
house, please call Town Hall as 
soon as possible. We cannot 
guarantee that AVW will come 
back to pick up your items, but we 
will try our best and contact them.  

• The RED Apple Valley Waste 
container is for RECYCLING ONLY. 
If you place regular household 
trash inside the RED container, 
AVW will NOT pick it up. They will 
not pick up your recycling if it is in 
plastic bags inside the bin. 

• The Town does not provide trash 
containers. You can place out 
bags or purchase your own 
container. 

BMUC Bills - ACH Debit Payments 
You can pay your BMUC bill using 
‘fee free’ ACH Debit. This payment 
is drafted directly from your 
checking account 4 times a year, on 
the 25th of the month when your 
BMUC bill is due. Water, Sewer and 
Trash services are billed quarterly in 
January, April, July and October. 
Payments are due within 30 days 
from the date of the bill. If needed, 
please call Amanda at Town Hall as 
soon as you receive your bill to 
discuss payment options. We accept 
cash, checks, money orders & credit 
cards (in person & on our website).
