BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, APRIL 7, 2014

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their Regular Meeting on Monday, April 7, 2014 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Sean Haardt, Cynthia Kauffman, Janeen Solberg, and Barbara Wetzel. Also present were Town Manager Megan Clark and Police Chief Charles Stanford. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and the invocation offered by Mayor Kauffman. 

· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the March 3, 2014 Regular Meeting Minutes, as amended and motion carried. 
· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve the March 17, 2014 Special Session Meeting Minutes, as amended and motion carried.
· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Wetzel to approve the March 31, 2014 Workshop Meeting Minutes, and motion carried. 
· Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve the March 31, 2014 Executive Session Workshop Meeting Minutes, and motion carried.
· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the March 2014 Treasurer’s Report, and motion carried. 
· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the February 2014 Treasurer’s Report, and motion carried.

· The Boonsboro Ambulance and Rescue Service Annual Appreciation and Awards Banquet was held on March 8, 2014
· The EDC held their Networking Breakfast at Vesta Restaurant on March 21, 2014
· The Washington County MML Meeting was hosted by the Town of Williamsport and held on March 24, 2014
· Invitation from American Legion Unit #10 Auxiliary to participate in the Boonsboro Memorial Day Ceremony at 1:00 PM and the Parade at 2:00 PM on May 25, 2014 
· Invitation to the Mayor to judge the Boonsboro Middle School Annual Talent Show on April 24, 2014. The Mayor stated that he will not be able to attend due to a prior engagement and asked if anyone would attend in his place.  
· Invitation to the 4-H Club Banquet on April 12, 2014 at the Washington County AG-Center
· Request from Boy Scout Kyle Nelson Kerry to attend his Eagle Scout Court of Honor at the American Legion Post 10 on May 14, 2014 at 6:30 PM 
· Invitation to participate in the Sharpsburg Memorial Day Parade on May 24, 2014 at 1:30 PM 

Police Department Report – Chief Stanford. The Police Department received 228 calls for service, which included 46 motor vehicle violations for the month of March 2014. There were zero arrests. Chief Stanford stated that he attended the Public Safety Commission meeting and the EDC Networking Breakfast during the month. 

NEW BUSINESS 
Letter of Support for the Boys & Girls Club: Mayor Kauffman stated that Boonsboro High School student Haley Vansant presented a request for support to work with the Boys and Girls Club of Washington County to establish a Boys & Girls Club in Boonsboro. He stated that he commends Miss Vansant for asserting herself to take the first steps in establishing the organization in Town and that consensus is to submit a Letter of Support to Boys and Girls Club of Washington County Executive Director Jim Deaner to help assist with her endeavor. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Haardt to approve the sending of a Letter of Support to assist in establishing a Boys & Girls Club of Washington County in Boonsboro, and motion carried. Miss Vansant thanked the Mayor and Council for their support. Chief Stanford stated that he provided Miss Vansant with contact information for possibly using the Boy Scout cabin for the location of the Boys and Girls Club in Boonsboro.

Introduction of Ordinance 2014-02; Street Number Display: Town Manager Clark stated earlier this year a recommendation was received from the Public Safety Commission to create an Ordinance to provide for consistent display of street number addresses to assist with service calls from Fire and Rescue Companies. She stated Ordinance 2014-02; Street Number Display provides definitions for structures and the locations where the street numbers would be displayed on residences, commercial and accessory buildings. She further stated that she is recommending the Introduction of Ordinance 2014-02 and the scheduling of a Public Hearing at 6:45 PM before the May 5, 2014 Regular Meeting. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the Introduction of Ordinance 2014-02; Street Number Display and schedule the Public Hearing for May 5, 2014 at 6:45 PM, and motion carried.

2013 Planning and Zoning Annual Report: Town Manager Clark presented the 2013 Planning and Zoning Annual Report, in accordance with the Land Use Article Section 1-207 of the Maryland Annotated Code. She stated that the Planning Commission reviewed the Report and is recommending its approval. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the 2013 Planning and Zoning Annual Report as presented, and motion carried.

2014 Election Registrars: Mayor Kauffman stated that 2014 is an election year for Assistant Mayor and three Council seats, noting that the election will be held on Tuesday, May 13, 2014. He stated that the Town Charter states that three Election Registrars and one Disinterested Person must be appointed for a 4-year term for the Town Elections. He further stated that the Disinterested Person is in charge of the vote counting and he is recommending the appointment of Rick Bishop, of Keedysville for the position. Mayor Kauffman stated he is recommending the appointment of Dennis Hockensmith, Esther Dean and Terri Hollingshead as the Election Registrars. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Assistant Mayor Long to appoint Dennis Hockensmith, Esther Dean and Terri Hollingshead as the Election Registrars and to appoint Rick Bishop as the Disinterested Person for a 4-year term for the Town Elections, and motion carried.

Employee Pay Scale and Job Descriptions: Town Manager Clark presented an updated spreadsheet of the Employee Pay Scale and Job Descriptions, which were reviewed during the March 2014 Executive Session Workshop Meeting. She stated that the Personal Committee is recommending the implementation of the Pay Scale, placing each Town employee on a ‘step’ within the Pay Scale. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the Employee Pay Scale, Job Descriptions and pay increases as presented, and motion carried.

Little League Fundraiser: Town Manager Clark stated that the Herald-Mail Media produces a Little League Yearbook each year and has requested sponsorship for the 2014 District 1 Little League Yearbook. She stated the proceeds from the sponsorship are given to the Little Leagues, and typically Municipalities sponsor an eighth page advertisement at the rate of $225. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Chamber to approve an eighth page advertisement sponsorship for the District 1 Little League Fundraiser for $225, and motion carried.

Appointment to the Planning Commission: Assistant Mayor Long, on behalf of the Planning Commission, made the recommendation to appoint Curt Conway, of 103 David Drive, to the Planning Commission to fill the vacant term through July 2015. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Chambers to approve appointment of Curt Conway to the Planning Commission for the term ending July 2015, and motion carried.

Request to Attend the Maryland Municipal League Convention: Mayor Kauffman stated that Assistant Mayor Long, who is also the District 8 Vice President for the MML, is requesting that the Town pay for his attendance at the Maryland Municipal League Annual Convention in Ocean City, Maryland which will be held on June 8 through June 11, 2014 at the cost of $470. Motion by Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to approve Assistant Mayor Long’s request to attend the 2014 Maryland Municipal League Annual Convention in Ocean City, Maryland at the cost of $475, with Assistant Mayor Long abstaining, and motion carried.

LED Lights Project Amendment: Town Manager Clark stated that Potomac Edison has changed their rebates for LED lights, noting that based on the approved Project, the eligible amount was originally $15,141. She stated that after reviewing the proposals and PE changes, she is recommending that the Town install LED fixtures rather than just LED bulbs based on the age of the current ballasts in the current fixtures. She further stated that after the changes, the eligible rebate amount would be around $7,000. Town Manager Clark stated that she is requesting that an addition of $7,000 from the Contingency Fund be used toward the amended LED Light Project to cover the difference in cost from LED lights to LED fixtures. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the LED Lights Project Amendment and the additional cost of $7,000 from the Contingency Fund, and motion carried.

COMMISSION REPORTS 
Public Safety Commission – S. Haardt. Meeting held on March 20, 2014. Discussions included an issue with delivery trucks parking on St Paul Street to deliver items to Dan’s Restaurant and Tap House, the 1st National Wildfire Community Preparedness Day on May 3, 2014 from 8am to 3pm at the Yard Debris Site on Monroe Road, the Walkability Study for sidewalks in Town, the suggestions for a smoke detector distribution program by the Boonsboro Fire Department, the Town’s Code Red notification system, and the ongoing concern for pedestrian traffic crossing MD Route 34 to the South Mountain Little League fields on Monroe Road and the suggestion of a crosswalk in that area.

Park Board –C. Kauffman. Meeting held on March 26, 2014. Discussions included the naming of the stream that runs behind the Community Center and a poll which is posted on the Town website and in the Town Spring Newsletter for the choice between the names of Lum Run, Warrenfeltz Stream or Boone Branch, the progress of the Eagle Scout Project by Matt Scalese and date of April 12th for his Project, updates on the Wagon Train event for May 18th, the Independence Day Celebration on July 3, the Fishing Derby on May 10th and the FY15 Park Board Budget. 
· The Council discussed the need to begin planning for the future Aquatic Center at Shafer Park.

Utilities Commission –K. Chambers. Meeting held on March 13, 2014. Discussions included the Maple Avenue Waterline RFP and the request for bids by May 7, 2014, the Commission vacancy and the interviewing process, the request to adjust a water bill from January 2014 for 6609 Wheeler Road due to a leak, the approval to request a proposal from Triad Engineering to evaluate the well and test the water at the Town Farm, the inquiry from Keedysville on the replacement of water meters, the plans for the Fiscal Year 2015 Budget draft review in April and the preliminary discussion to begin a draft of the Sanitary Sewer Connection Compliance Ordinance.

Planning Commission –H. Long. Meeting held on March 25, 2014. Joint Discussion with the Utilities Commission included the status of future developments. Regular Meeting discussions included the recommendation for the approval by the Mayor and Council of the 2013 Planning and Zoning Annual Report and the approval to appoint Curt Conway to fill the vacancy for the term thru July 2015 on the Commission.

Economic Development Commission –J. Solberg. No Meeting was held during the month of March 2014. The Networking Breakfast was held on March 21, 2014 at Vesta Restaurant and the guest speaker was Washington County Sheriff Douglas Mullendore. The next Networking Breakfast will be held on May 16, 2014 at 7:30 AM at Vesta Restaurant and the next EDC meeting will be held on April 23, 2014 at 9AM in the Town Annex.

Environmental Commission –B. Wetzel. Meeting held on March 11, 2014. Guest speaker John Amos, of SkyTruth in Shepherdstown, WV, presented information on using remote sensing and digital mapping to create images that expose the landscape disruption and habitat degradation caused by mining, oil and gas drilling, deforestation, fishing and other human activities. Discussions included the Fiscal Year 2015 Budget, the first mailing of the Green Times Newsletter, the Public Education and Outreach program, the Earth Day Event scheduled for April 27, 2014 from 1-4 pm in Shafer Park, the Strategic Action Plan, the approval from the Mayor and Council for 9-permanent voting members on the BEC, the naming of the Shafer Park stream behind the Community Center, the status of the LED retrofitting, the planting of flowers behind the Town Shop in May 2014, the tree planting in Shafer Park, the update on the status of the Solar Energy Project at the WWTP, and the presentation of the Strategic Plan to the Mayor and Council by Jessica Renner in March 2014. 

Town Manager’s Report – M. Clark.
· Stated that two Appalachian Regional Commission Grant applications were submitted for the Town’s I&I Repairs and the extension of Shafer Park Drive
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Stated that 130 trees were planted in Shafer Park during the TreeMendous Project sponsored by DNR
· Stated that bids for the Maple Avenue Waterline Project are due on May 7, 2014
· Stated that resumes are being accepted for the Town Engineer position which closes on April 24, 2014
· Stated that the Spring Curbside Bulk Clean-Up will be held on April 26, 2014
