
BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, AUGUST 1, 2011

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their Regular Meeting on Monday, August 1, 2011 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Cynthia Kauffman, Natalie Mose, Barbara Wetzel, and Janeen Solberg. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Town Planner/Zoning Administrator Megan Clark, Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller, and Police Chief Jeffrey Hewett. Council Member Chambers was not in attendance due to an out-of-town business meeting. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and invocation offered by Mayor Kauffman.
· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Mose to approve the July 5, 2011 Regular Session Minutes as amended and motion carried.
· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the July 26, 2011 Workshop Minutes as amended, and motion carried.
· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the July 2011 Treasurer’s Report and motion carried.
· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman second by Council Member Solberg to approve the July 2011 Bills to be Paid, and motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS:
Introduction of Ordinance 2011-03; to Amend the Zoning Ordinance to Remove the General Commercial (GC) Maintenance Clause: Town Planner Clark stated that the Planning Commission is recommending the introduction of Ordinance 2011-03 to amend the Boonsboro Zoning Ordinance by removing Section 1107 pertaining to the one-year provision of the General Commercial (GC) Maintenance Clause on the Zoning Map, based on a recommendation from Attorney Wantz. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Wetzel to approve the introduction of Ordinance 2011-03, and motion carried.  
Bid Review and Recommendation to Award Bid of Sale of 1997 Ford Crown Victoria: Town Manager Smith stated that the sealed bids for the 1997 Ford Crown Victoria were opened at 1:00 PM on Friday, July 22, 2011. She presented the bid results stating that ten bids were received, with the highest bid of $1,875 submitted by John Pullard of Aqua Lane in Keedysville. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the sale of the 1997 Crown Victoria for $1,875, and motion carried.  

Fiscal Year 2012 General Fund Capital Outlay Projects:
· Request to Obtain Bids for Utility Truck – Town Manager Smith stated she is requesting to obtain bids for the purchase of a new utility truck for Superintendent Painter, as approved in the Fiscal Year 2012 Budget. The new utility truck will replace the Superintendent’s 1999 GMC truck, which will be used as a spare unit. Truck bids will be opened on August 24, 2011 at 1:00 PM. Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to obtain bids for a new Utility truck, and motion carried.    

· Town Hall Exterior Building Repairs - Town Manager Smith stated she is requesting to obtain bids for Town Hall exterior building repairs to remove the pealing paint, as approved in the Fiscal Year 2012 Budget. She stated that she received an estimate from a restoration contractor for approximately $30,000 to sand blast the building exterior and re-point the brick, but is requesting to obtain two comparative bids. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to obtain bids for the Town Hall exterior building repairs, and motion carried.    
Police & Public Safety Commission: Council Member Solberg stated that the Police and Public Safety Commission reviewed the five applications that were received to fill the two vacancies on the Commission, and that the Commission is making the recommendation to appoint Scott Stavrou of 205 Green Fern Circle and Cindy Collier of 303 Lanafield Court. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Assistant Mayor Long to appoint Scott Stavrou and Cindy Collier to a 4-year term on the Police and Public Safety Commission, and motion carried.    
Board of County Commissioners Meeting in Boonsboro: The Mayor stated that the Board of County Commissioners will hold their meeting in Boonsboro on Tuesday, August 30, 2011 at the Community Center. Proposed items of discussion are:

· The status of the completion of Monroe Road.
· The status of the Recycling Program in Washington County and Boonsboro.
· The lack of consistency in the Mitigation Policy for development in Boonsboro, and the need to have a uniform Mitigation Policy for all of Washington County.
· The storm water drainage issue from Lakin Avenue Extended, across Saint Paul Street and down Lakin Avenue.
· The Boonsboro Free Library ice and snow issue on the roof and the Library’s small street sign.
· The continued request to provide Mass Transportation for Boonsboro citizens to Hagerstown.
The Mayor stated that items would be further discussed at the Workshop Meeting on August 29, 2011. Council Member Wetzel proposed that a notification of the Town’s issues should be sent to the County Commissioners prior to the meeting.
COMMISSION REPORTS
Police & Public Safety Commission – J. Solberg. Meeting held on July 14, 2011. Discussions included an update on the National Night Out event progress, the review of the applications received to fill the two vacancies on the Commission and the recommendation to appoint Scott Stavrou and Cindy Collier. Council Member Solberg thanked everyone that has helped with preparing for this year’s National Night Out to be held on August 2, 2011.
Park Board – C. Kauffman. No meeting was held due to the Independence Day Celebration. 
Utilities Commission – D. Smith. Meeting held on July 14, 2011. Discussions included an update on the sewer system smoke testing and the mailing of correction notices, the King Road Associates Phase 1 development plan update, the allocations to repair the Keedysville Spring Pump #2, the Boonsboro Keedysville Regional Water Board update, the request that Superintendent Painter attend the Mayor and Council workshop meetings on a quarterly basis beginning in September, and the advertising of the job opening for a Water/Wastewater Operator position.
Planning Commission – H. Long. Meeting held on July 19, 2011. Discussions included the scheduling of a joint Public Hearing on September 6, 2011 with the Mayor and Council regarding a Zoning Map Amendment to rezone 310 South Main Street from Suburban Residential to General Commercial, the waiver request and final site plan review for AC&T, and the recommendation to the Mayor and Council for the approval of Ordinance 2011-03; Zoning Text Amendment to remove Section 1107 of the Zoning Ordinance.
Economic Development Commission – N. Mose. Meeting held on July 27, 2011. Discussions included the approval to reappoint Doug Bast, Cristen Moss, Bruce Wilder and Vickie Messner and to appoint Carol Blessing to the Commission, the preliminary plans for the upcoming Town Scavenger Hunt for the month of October, and the plans for the 1st quarterly Networking Breakfast to be held at Vesta Restaurant on September 30, 2011 from 7:30 AM to 9:00 AM. 
Council of Governments/Community Outreach – B. Wetzel. The Council of Governments will hold their meeting on September 22, 2011. Community Outreach held their meeting on July 14, 2011. Discussions included the issue with vehicle break-ins near the towpath along the canal. Citizens are reminded to lock their vehicles. A motorcycle rally with approximately 1,500 participants will travel from Shanksville PA, to Washington, DC and on to New York City in honor of September 11th. They will pass through our area on August 19, 2011. The next Community Outreach meeting will be held on October 13, 2011. 
Police Department Report – Chief J. Hewett. The Police Department received 447 calls for service, which included 90 motor vehicle violations and 18 parking citations. Arrests for the month of July included zero (0) adult arrests and three (3) juvenile arrests for assault and possession with intent to distribute CDS in Shafer Park. In response to the recent rash of thefts from unlocked motor vehicles, the Boonsboro Police is urging all citizens to remember to lock their vehicle doors, especially at night.
Town Manager’s Report – D. Smith
· Received notification that Washington County has allocated $60,000 in funding to the Town from Program Open Space (POS) for Fiscal Year 2012. The funds will be placed in the Park Expansion Development Fund.
· Received a letter from Marty Stenersen of Green Fields Foundation, Inc., a local non-profit organization, stating that they are interested in donating funds to the Friends of Shafer Park Foundation to help improve the Park athletic fields, after the Foundation is fully established. Town Manager Smith will follow up with what needs to be done to move forward with the Friends of Shafer Park Foundation.
CITIZENS COMMENTS

Dick Toms: Asked for a review of the Public Hearing. The Mayor stated that the majority of the citizens present for the hearing were opposed to allowing chickens in Town, but that citizens may submit their comments on the subject for the next ten days. Mr. Toms also asked if any issues were found during the sewer system smoke testing. Town Manager Smith stated that 63 properties were found to have issues with clean-outs on their properties and that an infiltration from an underground stream into the sewer system was discovered which would be further investigated.

The Meeting closed at 8:10 PM and moved into Executive Session to discuss a personnel issue as permitted under Section 10-508 (1)(i) of the Annotated Code of Maryland.
