BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, JULY 6, 2015

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their Regular Meeting on Monday, July 6, 2015 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Cynthia Kauffman, Sean Haardt and Brigitte Schmidt. Also present were Town Manager Megan Clark and Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and the invocation offered by Mayor Kauffman. 
· Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Haardt to approve Public Information Meeting Minutes for June 1, 2015.
· Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Haardt to approve Mayor and Council Meeting Minutes for June 2015.
· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve the June 2015 Treasurer’s Report, and motion carried.  
· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve the June 2015 Bills to be Paid Report, and motion carried. 

PRESENTATION
Scout Adam Metz, of Boy Scout Troop 23, presented his updated proposal for the Eugene C. Smith Community Center sign, located between the flag poles with a raised flower garden and two solar spot lights, for his Eagle Scout Project. Scout Metz stated that he is requesting a donation of $500 from the Town for the cost of the new sign designed by D.M. Designs, and $260 for the cost of the solar spot lights. Council discussed that the Park Board, Environmental Commission and Economic Development Commission may be interested in combining funds for the donation. Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Schmidt to donate up to $800 towards the purchase of the Community Center sign and solar spot lights to assist with Scout Adam Metz’s Eagle Scout Project, and motion carried. 

Charles Schwalbe, of the President of the Boonsboro Cemetery Board, presented a PowerPoint presentation and concept plan for the restoration project of Boonsboro's founder William Boone & his wife Susanna Parks Boone's grave sites, located in the cemetery behind the Trinity Reform United Church of Christ. He stated that the Boone Cemetery Board hopes to raise $7,100 for the Project and requested a donation from the Town of $1,250. Council Member Kauffman suggested that Mr. Schwalbe contact the Boonsboro Historic Society and ask if they would be willing to match funds with the Town, proposing that the Town could donate $1,000 and the Historic Society could donate $1,000. Motion by Council Member Schmidt, second by Council Member Kauffman to donate $1,000 to assist with the Boone Cemetery Restoration Project, and motion carried.

MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBER COMMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE
Council Member Kauffman:
· Stated that she attended many Town meetings and events during the month of June 2015 
· Stated that she attended the MML Convention in Ocean City, MD, and also created a notebook with all of the handouts and brochures which will be available at Town Hall
· Stated that she worked with the volunteers stuffing envelopes to mail the Town annual tax bills
· Stated that she met with the representatives who visited Boonsboro from the Governor’s office
· Stated that she attended the Library Board meeting, noting that plans were set in motion for the Park Board to partner with the Library to hold Summer Movie Nights next year

Council Member Schmidt:
· Stated that she attended many Town meetings and events during the month of June 2015
· Stated that she attended the MML Convention in Ocean City, MD, noting that she attended many classes and also carried the Town flag in the MML Parade of Flags
· Thanked EDC Members George and Vickie Messner for participating and hosting the Town booth at the MML Main Street Maryland event during the Convention 


Council Member Haardt:
· Stated that he attended many Town meetings and events during the month of June 2015
· Stated that he hand delivered the National Night Out business letters and registration forms throughout Town
· Stated that he worked with the volunteers stuffing envelopes to mail the quarterly BMUC Utility bills

Assistant Mayor Long:
· Stated that he attended many Town meetings and events during the month of June 2015
· Stated that he attended the MML Convention in Ocean City, MD as the District Vice President. Presented the 2015 MML Banner City Award to the Town
· Stated that he attended new Police Officer Brandon Beall’s graduation ceremony on June 26, 2015 from Hagerstown Community College Police Academy

Mayor Kauffman:
· Stated that he attended many Town meetings and events during the month of June 2015
· Stated that he attended the MML Convention in Ocean City, MD
· Thanked Apple Valley Waste for their Recycling Open House event
· Stated that he attended the Flag Burning Ceremony and the Veteran Memorial Wall Dedication Ceremony at the Clopper-Michael Post 10 American Legion on June 14, 2015 
· Stated that the Independence Day Event in Shafer Park on July 3 was well attended and very successful this year

Police Department Report – Mayor Kauffman. The Police Department received 368 calls for service, which included 104 motor vehicle violator contacts and 1 parking citation for the month of June 2015. There was one (1) adult criminal arrest for 2nd Degree Assault, zero (0) adult traffic arrests, and one (1) juvenile arrest for an Emergency Petition. Stated that the Department collected 6.02 pounds of prescription drugs through the Drug Turn-In Program for the month of June. Stated that Officer Brandon Beall graduated on June 26, 2015 from the Hagerstown Community College Police Academy, noting that Assistant Mayor Long, Officer Taylor, and Police Administrative Specialist Burcker attended Officer Beall’s ceremony. 

NEW BUSINESS 
Discussion of Pay-As-You-Throw Program: Town Manager Clark reviewed that Kristen Brown, of WasteZero, presented the Pay-As-You-Throw educational PowerPoint presentation for waste reduction to the Council at the April 2015 Workshop meeting. She stated that currently residents pay $15 per quarter for sanitation service, noting that with the PAYT Program, the $15 fee would be eliminated and residents would be required to purchase PAYT trash bags at the cost of approximately $1 for a small bag and $2 for a large bag. She further stated that the potential revenue from the PAYT bag purchases would help cover the cost of a portion of the trash hauling and the Washington County sanitation tipping fees, noting that the Town is currently collecting $72,000 a year for sanitation charges and subsiding the remaining amount. Town Manager Clark stated that the Ordinance enacting Chapter 16 – Garbage and Refuse would need to be revised for the proposed PAYT implementation. She stated that she is recommending that a Public Educational Meeting be scheduled to help residents understand the Pay-As-You-Throw Program before the August Regular Meeting, with the Introduction of the proposed amended Garbage and Refuse Ordinance at the August Regular Meeting, and a public hearing on the proposed amendments in September. Should the Council vote on the Ordinance in October, the Pay-As-You-Throw Program could be implemented by the fifteenth of October. She further stated that a goal of the PAYT Program is to help promote recycling and composting within the Town, thus lowering the amount of household trash and overall waste reduction.

Request to Bid; Della Lane Overlay: Town Manager Clark reviewed that a Public Information Meeting was held on June 1, 2015 and that Town Engineer Brian Hopkins presented an overview of the proposed Della Lane Overlay Project. She reviewed that the project proposes to mill 1” and overlay 3” on Della Lane from Stouffer Avenue to David Drive, noting that the project included full and partial depth patches, centerline and shoulder striping, three crosswalks and a striped 3-foot walking path. She stated that, pending approval, the Request for Bids will be advertised in The Herald-Mail Newspaper and placed on the Town’s web-site, that a pre-bid conference will be held on July 23, 2015 at 10:00 AM in the Town Annex and that the bid opening will be held on July 30, 2015 at 2:00 PM. Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Schmidt to approve the advertising of the Request to Bid the Della Lane Overlay Project, and motion carried.

Board of Zoning Appeals Re-Appointment: Town Manager Clark, of behalf of the Board of Zoning Appeals, presented a request to reappoint Sara Sweeney, Darrell Jones and Linda Moser to the BZA for a 3-year term through July 2018.
Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve reappointment Sara Sweeney, Darrell Jones and Linda Moser to the BZA for a 3-year term through July 2018, and motion carried.

Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission Re-Appointment: Town Manager Clark, of behalf of the Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission, presented a request to reappoint Eric Kitchen to the BMUC for a 4-year term through July 2019. Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Haardt to approve reappointment of Eric Kitchen to the BMUC for a 4-year term through June 2019, and motion carried.

Boonsboro-Keedysville Regional Water Board Appointments: Town Manager Clark, of behalf of the Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission, presented a request to appoint BMUC Members Eric Kitchen and Robert Mose as Alternates to the BKRWB. Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Haardt to approve the appoint BMUC Members Eric Kitchen and Robert Mose as Alternates to the BKRWB, and motion carried.

Request to Advertise Part-Time Yard Debris Lot Attendant Position: Town Manager Clark stated that she is requesting the approval to advertise the part-time Yard Debris Lot Attendant position. She stated that the Lot Attendant’s work hours will be from 7AM until 12 noon, Tuesday thru Saturday. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve the request to advertise the part-time Yard Debris Lot Attendant position, and motion carried.

COMMISSION REPORTS 
Public Safety Commission – S. Haardt. There was no meeting held during the month of June. Stated that plans are moving along for the National Night Out event scheduled for August 4, 2015. 

Park Board –C. Kauffman. Meeting held on June 24, 2015. Discussions included an update on the approval by the Mayor and Council of Boy Scout Adam Metz’s request to replace the Community Center sign at Shafer Park for his Eagle Scout Project, final plans for the Independent Day Event on July 3, updates on the Aquatic and Recreation Center meetings, updates on the Tree City application, news that the Town received at $100,000 grant for Shafer Park trails, updates on the Fletcher’s Grove Forest Conservation Plan, and updates on the success of this year’s Fishing Derby that was held in May at the Town Pond. 

Utilities Commission –M. Clark. Meeting held on June 11, 2015. The Annual Election of Officers was held for Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson, Treasurer, Assistant Treasurer and Secretary. Guests Russell Brown and Ed Foust, of USG, presented a proposed well maintenance program for the Shafer Park Well. Meeting discussions included the approval to pay the final payment to Huntzberry Brothers for the Maple Avenue Waterline and close-out the Project, the approval to recommend the Ostertag Pass/Easterday Property Preliminary/Final Site Plans to the Planning Commission upon staff comments being addressed and that second phase improvements to the Pump Station are required after 80 EDUs, the approval for Fluid Technologies to perform the FY15 Leak Detection Survey, the approval to place the Utility Patching Contract out for bids, the approval of the BMUC Policies with minor revisions, the approval to promote staff members Jim DeGrange to an Operator I and Mark Austin to an Operator II based on their passing the Water and Sewer exams and newly hired Clint Pereschuk to an Operator II-Step 2 and taken off of probation, the approval to advertise the new Water/Sewer Clerk position, the approval to recommend to the Mayor and Council the re-appointment of Eric Kitchen to the Commission, and the approval to recommend to the Mayor and Council the appointment of Eric Kitchen and Robert Mose as Alternates on the BKRWB.
 
Planning Commission –H. Long. Meeting held on June 23, 2015. A Joint Discussion was held with the BMUC Members regarding future developments and infrastructure planned for future developments on the Easterday property and Battlefield Estates. Regular Meeting discussions included the approval of the Preliminary/Final Site Plan for Ostertag Pass/Easterday Property contingent upon all engineering comments being addressed, SHA approval, Public Works Agreements and Bond for improvements, Off-site Easement Agreements and the road name changed to something of historic nature to the area of Town.  Other discussions included the approval of the Request for Plan Change to revise the landscape buffer within the Sycamore Run development, the approval of the Re-Plat of Fletcher’s Grove; Lot 2 and changes to the HOA Forest Conservation areas contingent upon Washington County Forest Conservation approval, the approval on the Preliminary/Final Site Plan for the Fletcher’s Grove; Lot 2 contingent upon Washington County SWM approval, staff comments being addressed, a Public Works Agreement and Bond for the improvements, a $3,000 per EDU additional charge and the Forest Conservation Bond for the work to be completed for Phase I and Phase II of Fletcher’s Grove, the approval to recommend the approval of BZA15-04; Request for Special Exemption for an in-home occupation to the BZA provided that there is no storage of equipment, vehicles or evidence of a business visible on the property per the definition of an in-home occupation,  the recommendation for the approval of BZA15-05; Request for Variance for a 20x10 deck for the rear yard variance and a denial of the Request for the side yard variance to the BZA, and the approval of the Final Plat Extension for Sycamore Run Phase II for 30-days. 

Economic Development Commission –M. Clark. Meeting held on June 24, 2015. Discussions included the upcoming EDC Networking Breakfast at Vesta on July 17 with tentative guest speaker Paul Frey, President of the Hagerstown Washington County Chamber of Commerce, the upcoming MML Convention in Ocean City, MD, and the purchase of the pedestrian right-of-way signs which will be placed at cross walks during Town special events. Artist Bettina Messersmith presented her concept drawing for the mural on the Orchard Drive side of the Town Maintenance Building and her recommendations to change the color of the building. 

Environmental Commission –B. Schmidt. Meeting held on June 9, 2015. Guest Speaker Fran Scher, Washington County Master Gardener, provided an interactive discussion on the virtues of organic gardening. Meeting discussions included the Boonsboro Farmers’ Market and the Subcommittee updates.  

Town Manager’s Report – M. Clark.
· Stated that the FY 2015 Revenue Projections exceeded expenses in the General Fund, that the Water Fund had excess Revenue and that the Sewer Fund fell approximately $7,500 short in Revenue charges but that expenses were still less 
· Stated that the Shafer Park Parking Lot Project is proceeding smoothly, noting that construction is on schedule and should be completed by the end of month or early August
· Stated that the Town received comments back from SHA regarding the Shafer Park Drive Extension Project, but that the Town will need to contract engineering services for revised drawings and SWM
· Stated that she attended the MML Convention in Ocean City, MD. Stated that she attended 5 core classes (Basics of Risk Management, Conducting Effective Meetings, Consensus and Team Building, Employment Issues, and Ethics) and one elective (Strategic Planning) 
· Stated that Aquatic Center Meetings were well attended, and that the Pool Committee is reconvening on July 21
· Stated that 4 Town staff members will be attending the LGIT Defensive Driving Course on July 16
· Stated that Trash and Recycling same day Tuesday pick-up begins July 7
· Stated that SHA will be restriping Main Street during the evening on July 7 and have requested NO PARKING in that area 

Mayor Kauffman closed the meeting at 8:42PM.
