
BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, JUNE 6, 2011

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their Regular Meeting Session on Monday, June 6, 2011 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Cynthia Kauffman, Natalie Mose, Barbara Wetzel, and Janeen Solberg. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Town Planner/Zoning Administrator Megan Clark, and Police Chief Jeff Hewett. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and invocation offered by Mayor Kauffman.

Cindy Beckley-Thomas and Tom Sweeney of the American Cancer Society - Ms. Beckley-Thomas discussed information on the Relay for Life fundraising event scheduled for Friday, June 17, 2011 at the Hagerstown Fairgrounds, and the planning of an over-night event in the Boonsboro/Keedysville/Sharpsburg area to be held next year at either the Ag Center or possibly the new Shafer Park area. 

John Danko of the South County Senior Center in Keedysville – Mr. Danko discussed the upcoming open house event at the South County Senior Site located in the Community Center in Keedysville on June 13, 15 and 17, 2011. He also stated that seniors are welcome every Monday, Wednesday and Friday from 9:00 AM to 1:00 PM. 

Scouts from Troop 252 attended the meeting as a requirement for the Communication Merit Badge.

County Commissioner Jeff Cline extended a thank you to the Mayor and Council for the Memorial Day Parade.

NEW BUSINESS:
Adoption of Fiscal Year 2012 Budgets: A Public Hearing was held at 6:30 PM for public input on the Fiscal Year 2012 Budgets, with no comments being made. Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the Fiscal Year 2012 General Fund Budget, and motion carried. Council Member Wetzel voiced concerns regarding the proposed 4% increase in salaries and final revisions to the Budget, which lead to Town Manager Smith reviewing the proposed Budget. Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the Fiscal Year 2012 Water Fund Budget, and motion carried. Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the Fiscal Year 2012 Sewer Fund Budget, and motion carried.  

Fiscal Year 2011 General Fund Year-End Budget Adjustments: Town Manager Smith stated that as the Fiscal Year 2011 comes to a close there is the need to make a few line item adjustments in the General Fund budget. She explained that funds need to be reallocated to offset items that have gone over budget. Transferring $46,884.00 from the Contingency Fund and placing $2,000 in Advertising, $9,300 to street repairs, $2,900 in Snow Removal, $5,100 in Heating, $12,700 in the Employee Pension, and $14,884 to Capital Outlay. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the year end budget adjustments as proposed. Motion carried. 

Proposed Street Repairs for Fiscal Year 2011: Town Manager Smith provided the Mayor and Council with a summary of street areas proposed for repairs at the Workshop Meeting, noting that four (4) bids were obtained. Town Manager Smith then explained that an Alternate Bid request was made to construct an asphalt ramp at the concrete curb in front of the Fire Department on St. Paul Street, and that all bidders were notified to resubmit an Amended Bid based on removing the existing curb and replacing it with a depressed curb to better conform to Town standards, with only Huntzberry Brothers resubmitting a bid of $2,410. She stated that based upon the non-receipt of the amended Alternate Bid request from Craig Paving to complete the Bid Proposal, she is making the recommendation to award the street repair contract for Fiscal Year 2011 to Huntzberry Brothers. Town Manager Smith stated that Park View is also in need of repairs, but knowing that this section of road will eventually be reconstructed as part of Shafer Park Drive connecting the two Parks, an investment of $10-$15,000 just in repairs is not a feasible expenditure at this time. She further stated that an additional Alternate Bid was obtained from Huntzberry Brothers based on the Mayor and Councils discussions at the Workshop Meeting to fill the potholes areas on Park View Drive for the cost of $2,935 for the total of 87 square yards of asphalt, increasing the repair bid with Huntzberry Brothers from $11,810 to $14,745. She further stated that including the two additional Alternates the total bid is $17,155. Town Manger Smith requested that an additional $2,935 be transferred from the Contingency Fund to cover the cost of the street repairs on Park View. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to award the contract for the street repairs for Fiscal Year 2011 to Huntzberry Brothers and the transfer of $2,935 from the Contingency Fund, and motion carried.
Donation to the Dwight Scott Golf Tournament: The Mayor and Council received a donation request from the BABI 19th Annual Dwight Scott Golf Tournament. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Mose to donate $100 to the Dwight Scott Golf Tournament, and motion carried.
BMUC Member Re-Appointment: Council Member Chambers stated that Utilities Commission Member Harold Kirby is requesting re-appointment to the Commission for a consecutive four (4) year term, and that the Commission voted unanimously for his re-appointment. Council Member Chambers further stated that Mr. Kirby has served the past six years on the Commission. Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to re-appoint Harold Kirby to the Utilities Commission for a consecutive 4-year term, and motion carried.
Resolution 2011-02; Ninth Amended and Restated LGIT Agreement: Town Manager Smith stated that that the Local Government Insurance Trust (LGIT) has requested that the Mayor and Council approve a recommendation to amend and modify the number of Board of Trustees in terms of the number of Trustees, in turn reducing the number from thirteen to twelve, which must be done in the form of a Resolution, by signing the Member Consent and Approval form and Member Certificate allowing LGIT to move forward with the Trust Agreement. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Mose to approve Resolution 2011-02; Ninth Amended and Restated LGIT Agreement, and motion carried.
GreenFest Update: Council Member Solberg stated that this was the first year that she and Council Member Wetzel co-chaired the annual event. She thanked the Mayor and Council, Town, Town staff and volunteers. She stated that the GreenFest Committee received the 2010 “Reduce, Reuse, Recycle” award from Washington County, and received several citations during this years ribbon cutting ceremony, including citations from Senator Shank, Senator Cardin and Senator Mikulski. 
COMMISSION REPORTS
Police & Public Safety Commission – J. Solberg. Meeting held on May 12, 2011. Discussions included the planning of National Night Out, the installation of the stop signs in the Park, the on-going issue with residents illegally parking in Alley 11, and the upcoming expiration of two Commission Member’s terms in June, the need to fill one vacancy and the need to re-appoint Commission Member Shumaker for another term.
Park Board – C. Kauffman. Meeting held on May 25, 2011. Discussions included the success of the Fishing Derby and Wagon Train events, plans for the Independence Day Celebration, the Summer Concerts in the Park, the Boonsboro High School and Middle School students working on the Park stream clean-up within the MDE regulations, and the recommendation to the Mayor and Council to use the $1,000 that was not used for the Trout Derby to buy trees for the Park for planting in the fall. 

· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Wetzel to reallocate $1,000 from the Fishing Derby Event to the Park Board for tree replacement, and motion carried.
Utilities Commission – K. Chambers. Meeting held on May 12, 2011. Discussions included the letter from Assistant Mayor Barry Levey of Keedysville, the recommendation for re-appointment of Harold Kirby for a 4 year term, information on the sewer system smoke testing, and the review of the Fiscal Year 2012 Water and Sewer Draft Budgets. 
· Council Member Wetzel made a request that Water and Sewer Superintendent Painter attend the Mayor and Council Workshop meeting quarterly. 

Planning Commission – H. Long. The Planning Commission did not meet in May. 
Economic Development Commission – N. Mose. The EDC did not meet in May.
Council of Governments/Community Outreach – B. Wetzel. The Council of Governments will hold their meeting on June 23, 2011 and Community Outreach will hold their meeting in July. 

Police Department Report – Chief J. Hewett. The Police Department received 354 calls for service, which included 29 motor vehicle violations and 17 parking citations. Arrests for the month of May included one (1) adult arrest for burglary on North Main Street and zero (0) juveniles. The Police Department received cable gun locks through “Project Child Safe.” The gun locks are free to residents and available at the Police Department. They will also be handed out during National Night Out.
Town Manager’s Report – D. Smith
