BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, JUNE 1, 2015

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their Regular Meeting on Monday, June 1, 2015 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Janeen Solberg, Cynthia Kauffman, Barbara Wetzel, Sean Haardt and Brigitte Schmidt. Also present were Town Manager Megan Clark and Police Chief Charles Stanford. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and the invocation offered by Mayor Kauffman. 

· Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve Mayor and Council Meeting Minutes for May 2015.
· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Wetzel to approve the May 2015 Treasurer’s Report, and motion carried.  
· Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the May 2015 Bills to be Paid Report, and motion carried.

GUESTS
Rich Hawkins, Fishing Derby Presentation: Park Board Member Rich Hawkins provided the Mayor and Council with an update on the 22nd Annual Fishing Derby held on Saturday, May 9, 2015 at the Town Pond, stating that approximately 150 children participated in the event. $5 gift certificates were presented to all registered children, with $535 raised in donations from stores and an additional $189.00 was received from public donations. He stated that $924.25 was spent in total expenses. The Mayor thanked Mr. Hawkins and the volunteers who assist with the event every year.

Assistant Mayor Long:
· Stated he attended many Town meetings and Town Events during the month of May 2015
· Stated he attended the MML Meeting and presented Senator Sarafini with the Friends of the MML Award
· Stated he assisted with judging for the SAL Scholarship Program and was interviewed by WHAG for the crosswalk story 
Council Member Haardt:
· Stated he attended many Town meetings and Events during the month of May 2015
· Stated he is working with his students and Apple Valley Waste on a recycling brochure to be completed for distribution in the July billing
Council Member Wetzel:
· Stated she attended many Town meetings and Events during the month of May 2015
· Stated she met with Hospice to discuss a possible future transportation system in Boonsboro for senior citizens
· Stated she wrote the Press Releases for the Compost Bin program and the post card for trash and recycling changes. 
Council Member Schmidt:
· Stated she attended many Town meetings and Events during the month of May 2015
· Stated the Green Fest Clothing Swap collected and exchanged over 10,000 pieces of clothing and proceeds are donated to Southern Washington County Micah’s Backpack program.
Council Member Solberg:
· Stated that she attended many Town meetings and Events during the month of May 2015
· Thanked the Mayor, Council and Staff for their support of  Green Fest
· Stated that she was sworn in by the County Clerk for her appointment to the Tri-County Council
· Stated the next EDC Breakfast is July 17th, with Cassie Lewis from the Washington County Department of Business Development presenting
Council Member Kauffman:
· Stated she attended many Town meetings and Events during the month of May 2015
· Stated she attended the Apple Valley Waste Recycling Sorting Facility Grand opening
· Introduced Eagle Scout Candidate Adam Metz who will be presenting a request for an eagle scout project in the park
· Adam Metz, Eagle Scout Candidate from Boy Scout Troop 23, presented his proposal to update the Community Center Park Sign in between the Flag Poles with a raised flower garden and a new sign. The Council discussed the type of materials and plantings to be used as part of the project and agreed the sign should be consistent with other signs in Town. Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Wetzel, to approve the Eagle Scout project contingent upon coordination with the Town Manager for design specifications, and motion carried. 
Mayor Kauffman:
· Stated he attended many Town meetings and Events during the month of May 2015
· Stated he was re-elected President of the Washington County Chapter of the Maryland Municipal League for the 25th year
· Stated he was a judge for the Boonsboro High School Talent Show
· Stated he was asked to speak to the National Honor Society of Boonsboro and he attended the Apple Valley Waste Recycling Sorting Facility open house. 

Police Department Report – Chief Stanford. The Police Department received 405 calls for service, which included 132 motor vehicle violator contacts for the month of May 2015. There were six (6) adult criminal arrest, zero (0) adult traffic arrests, and four (4) juvenile arrests. He stated that the Department collected 9.12 ounces of prescription drugs through the Drug Turn-In Program for May and an additional 141.91 pounds of prescription drugs were collected during Green Fest. He further stated that all personnel attended Keystone Training at the Washington County Sheriff’s Office on May 6, 2015. In addition, all staff participated in the Boonsboro Green Fest and Fishing Derby, and Boonsboro Memorial Day Parade. He stated the officers were contracted by the Boonsboro Ambulance Company to work at the Carnival and the carnival went off pretty “uneventful” with regards to crime. 

Council Member Wetzel asked for a follow up on the status of pedestrian safety efforts and proposed changes by the MD State Highway Administration. Town Manager Clark stated a work order had been placed by SHA to install new signs at the gateways to Town advising vehicular traffic that it is state law to stop for pedestrians in crosswalks; the parking spaces and crosswalks would all be repainted; the Town Square intersection is being analyzed for timing; and SHA has permitted the Town to use special event signage in the crosswalks. Jessica Renner, Boonsboro citizen, spoke about her presentation to the Public Safety Commission and interest in assisting with a Public Awareness Campaign. Chief Stanford stated he has developed a brochure and hopes to have completed shortly so an awareness campaign can begin. 

NEW BUSINESS 
Ordinance 2015-01; Fiscal Year 2016 Water, Sewer and General Fund Budgets: Town Manager Clark stated a Public Hearing was held on May 19, 2015 at 6:30PM before the May Workshop meeting for Ordinance 2015-01; Fiscal Year 2016 Water, Sewer and General Fund Budgets which established the Property Tax and Personal Property Tax Rates, the Water and Sewer Rates and the Fiscal Year 2016 General, Water, and Sewer Budgets. She stated there were not any comments received on the proposed Ordinance. Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Haardt to approve Ordinance 2015-01; Fiscal Year 2016 Water, Sewer and General Fund Budgets, and motion carried.

Donation Request; Dwight Scott Gold Tournament – Town Manager Clark stated that a donation requested was received from the Boonsboro Athletic Boosters, Inc for the 23rd Annual Dwight Scott Golf Tournament on June 29, 2015 at the Black Rock Golf Course. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Kauffman to donate $100 to the Boonsboro Athletic Boosters, Inc for the 23rd Annual Dwight Scott Golf Tournament, and motion carried.

Request to Establish Farmers Market: Town Manager Clark, on behalf of a recommendation from the Environmental Commission, presented the request to establish a Farmers Market in Shafer Park on Tuesdays beginning June 9th through September 29th from 4:00PM until 7:00PM. She stated that the Park Board has given their approval to operate the Farmers Market in between Pavilions 1 and 2 during the requested time periods. She further stated that Jessica Renner, of the Environmental Commission, has been working with Leslie Hart, the Agricultural Business Development Specialist of the Washington County EDC, to establish rules and regulations for Farmers Market, and an application process. The Town would be obtaining additional insurance coverage for the Market through the Maryland Farmers Market Association. Town Manager Clark stated that the request to have a Farmers Market was one of the residents top scoring items from the Sustainable Maryland Priority Survey, and as a member of Sustainable Maryland Certified, is part of the BEC’s 3-year implementation plan.  The Council discussed signage and options to host the market during National Night Out. Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Schmidt to approve the establishing of the Boonsboro Farmers market in Shafer Park on Tuesdays from June thru September, and motion carried.

Request to Bid; 2001 Ford F550 Dump Truck Bids: Town Manager Clark is requesting approval to obtain bids for the sale of the 2001 Ford F550 dump truck with a Henderson salt spreader, an 8” Myer snow plow, and a 7.3 power stroke engine, based on a recommendation from Public Works Supervisor Huntsberry. She stated that the truck is being sold ‘as-is’ and that the mileage is 105,000 miles. She further stated that she is requesting to advertise the Request for Bids with the due date/bid opening scheduled for June 18, 2015 at 2:00PM, noting that the bids will be valid for 90 days. Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Schmidt to approve the Request to Bid for the sale of the 2001 Ford F550 dump truck, and motion carried.

Public Safety Commission Re-Appointment: Council Member Haardt presented a request to reappoint Rick Byrd to the PSC for a 4-year term through June 2019 and to reappoint Terri Hollingshead and Marty Love to the PSC for a 2-year term through June 2017. Mayor Kauffman recommended the appointments. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve reappointment of Rick Byrd to the PSC for a 4-year term through June 2019 and to reappoint Terri Hollingshead and Marty Love to the PSC for a 2-year term through June 2017, and motion carried.

COMMISSION REPORTS 
Public Safety Commission – S. Haardt. Meeting held on May 21, 2015. Stated that Commission Members elected Rick Byrd as the new Chairperson and Terri Hollingshead as the Vice-Chairperson. Discussions included the recommendation to reappoint Rick Byrd for a 4-year term through June 2019 and to reappoint Terri Hollingshead and Marty Love for a 2-year terms through June 2017, the stepping down of Member Scott Stavrou due to his job, ongoing issues with crosswalk safety and sidewalk walkability, and the preliminary plans for National Night Out scheduled for August 4, 2015. Guest Jessica Renner and Jerica Miller addressed the Commission regarding their concerns for the Town’s crosswalks and the request to have the Police conduct a ‘crosswalk and pedestrian awareness campaign.’ 

Park Board –C. Kauffman. Meeting held on May 27, 2015. Discussions included the approval for Boy Scout Adam Metz’s request to replace the sign at Shafer Park for his Eagle Scout Project, the BES Magnet program kids coming to clean up the park on June 2nd, and the consideration of the Wagon Train beginning in Boonsboro on a Friday evening. 

Utilities Commission –B. Wetzel. Meeting held on May 7, 2015. Public comments included concerns from Kenny Eshbaugh regarding the discontinuation of sewer discounts for filling swimming pools and Chester and Lorena Wyand regarding the sewer back-ups at their home. Discussions included the approval to recommend the Fiscal Year 2016 Water and Sewer Fund Budgets to the Mayor and Council, an update on the status of the Park Well and the approval for USG to present their proposal a well maintenance contract, and the updates on the I&I sewer cleaning and video inspecting project from Town Engineer Hopkins.
 
Planning Commission –H. Long. There was not a meeting held in May.  

Economic Development Commission –J. Solberg. Next EDC Meeting will be June 24th. Noted the installation of the bike rack; the success of Girls Night Out; the removal of clutter in the Town Square; and thanked George and Vickie Messner for volunteering to staff the Town exhibit at the MML Conference in June.  

Environmental Commission –B. Schmidt. Meeting held on May 13, 2015. Discussions included the farmer’s market, the donation of a composting bin to the BES for the Garden to Plate program; the upcoming speaker series on Organic Gardening and the Subcommittee updates.  

Town Manager’s Report – M. Clark.
· Stated that an Aquatics and Recreation Center Meeting will be held on June 22, 2015 at 7:00PM and on June 23, 2015 at 10:30AM
· Stated that construction has begun on the new Shafer Park parking lot located off of Potomac Street
· Stated that work will begin on the sidewalk rehabilitations in the rear of Town Hall on June 3, 2015
· Stated that the Town will be employing high school summer works from the Western Maryland Consortium again this year
· Stated that the Tour of Washington County Bike Race will travel through Town on Route 34 on June 21, 2015 from 7:00AM until 10:00AM 
· Stated that there will be two Concerts in the Park during the month of June on June 26 and June 27, 2015
· Stated that she will be attending the MML Conference in Ocean City, Maryland from June 28 through July 1, 2015
· Stated 17 Compost Bins had been purchased to date
· Requested the Council consider purchasing two special event flag style pedestrian signs (Approx. $375.00 each) to be placed in the centerlines at the crosswalks at the Shafer Park Drive/Main Street intersection and the Potomac Street/King Road Intersection during special events. 
· Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Haardt to purchase the signage, and motion carried. 

Council Member Wetzel mentioned the Housing Story in Sunday, May 31st edition of the Herald Mail, which stated individuals need to make $16/hr at a full-time (40-hour work week) to afford a 2-bedroom apartment in Washington County. She also stated there was a story about the adoption of the Board of Education’s Facilities Plan, which listed a South Washington County Elementary school for 2026.
