
BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, OCTOBER 3, 2011

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their Regular Meeting on Monday, October 3, 2011 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Cynthia Kauffman, Natalie Mose, Barbara Wetzel, and Janeen Solberg. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Town Planner Megan Clark, Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller, and Police Chief Jeffrey Hewett. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and invocation offered by Mayor Kauffman.
· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the September 6, 2011 Public Hearing Minutes; Ordinance 2011-03; to Amend the Zoning Ordinance to Remove the General Commercial (GC) Maintenance Clause, and motion carried.
· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the September 6, 2011 Joint Public Hearing Minutes; Case No. BNRZ11-01: Request to Rezone 310 South Main Street from SR to GC, and motion carried.

· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Mose to approve the September 6, 2011 Regular Session Minutes as amended and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Mose to approve the September 6, 2011 Executive Session Minutes, and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the September 27, 2011 Workshop Minutes, and motion carried.

· Council Member Cynthia Kauffman shared a letter from Dawn Cosentino, of the Life Skill Program for Washington County Schools, asking for help in finding local work opportunities for Life Skill students at Boonsboro High School 

NEW BUSINESS:
Approval of Resolution 2011-04; Land Development Fees: Town Planner Clark stated that the Planning Commission is recommending the approval of Resolution 2011-04; Land Development Fees, which was introduced at the September 6, 2011 Regular meeting. She stated that the proposed Resolution would add and revise several of the development fees to be consistent with Washington County, noting that the Town’s fees have not been updated since September 2006. Town Planner Clark further stated that the new fees would become effective on October 10, 2011 should the Resolution pass. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve Resolution 2011-04; Land Development Fees, and motion carried.  


Introduction of Resolution 2011-05; McKinney Request for Annexation: Town Planner Clark stated that the Planning Commission is recommending the introduction of Resolution 2011-05; McKinney Request for Annexation which proposes to enlarge the corporate boundaries of the Town by 14.97 acres as a result of a Petition for Annexation received from Walter McKinney, owner of the property located behind the Boonsboro Rescue Company on Old National Pike. Town Planner Clark further stated that part of the process of Annexation is to introduce a Resolution for the annexation, but that it does not necessarily mean that the property will be annexed into the Town. Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the introduction Resolution 2011-05; McKinney Request for Annexation, and motion carried.  
Municipal Government Works Month: The Mayor read a Proclamation from Assistant Mayor Long proclaiming the month of November as Municipal Government Works Month in accordance with the Maryland Municipal League, which will keep the Town’s “MML Banner City” status intact. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to proclaim November 2011 as Municipal Government Works Month. Motion carried.

Non- Profit Service Club Signs: The Mayor stated that he received a request from Bill Garrison proposing the placement of small non-profit service club signs, such as Lion’s Club and Masonic Lodge, on the Town of Boonsboro State Highway welcome sign, much like Funkstown and Smithsburg have done. It was noted that sign posting may require State Highway Administration’s approval. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Mose to allow non-profit service club signs on the State Highway Boonsboro sign, and motion carried.  
Parade Participation Request: The Mayor stated that the Town has received an invitation to participate in the Alsatia Mummers Parade on October 29, 2011. He further stated that anyone on the Council wishing to participate in the parade should let him know as soon as possible. 

COMMISSION REPORTS
Police & Public Safety Commission – J. Solberg. Meeting held on September 8, 2011. Discussions included the final totals for donations received for National Night Out, citizen’s safety concerns with speeding on St. Paul Street, the deteriorating sidewalks throughout Town, and the importance to name the un-named alleys in Town.
Park Board – C. Kauffman. Meeting held on September 28, 2011. Discussions included payment to the Rohrersville Band for their performance at the Independence Day Celebration, the planting of flowers around the Park flagpole, the purchase of 12 to 15 trees to replace the dead ones around the overflow parking area of the Park, the issuing of a work order to repairs the ruts throughout the Park from vehicles driving on the grounds during Boonsboro Days, and plans for Olde Tyme Christmas on December 2, 2011. 
· Council Member Solberg reported there were 14 volunteers that attended the Shafer Park and Stream Clean-Up on September 24, 2011. She extended a special thanks to all that were involved.  
Utilities Commission – K. Chambers. Meeting held on September 8, 2011. Discussions included updates on the sewer line repairs and the cross-connection in the Park discovered by the sewer system smoke testing, the MDE water capacity update, the Request for Modification of the Easterday dry sewer line, the review and approval to pay the Eesco Pump & Valve invoice for work competed on the three Boonsboro high service pumps in August 2009, and the approval to replace the Hydrocumulator tank at the Waste Water Treatment Plant.
· Council Member Wetzel asked why the Eesco Pump & Valve invoice was held for so long and not paid from the previous Fiscal Year. Council Member Chambers stated that the payment was held due to the wording of the letter for a “request for consideration for payment” rather than an actual bill. 
· Council Member Wetzel noted that Water/Wastewater Superintendent Rick Painter has begun attending the Mayor and Council Workshop meetings on a quarterly basis.

Planning Commission – H. Long. The Commission did not meet during the month of September 2011. 
Economic Development Commission – N. Mose. Meeting held a special meeting on September 28, 2011. Discussions included plans for the Networking Breakfast, which was held at Vesta Restaurant on September 30, 2011 from 7:30 AM to 9:00 AM. It was noted that there were 37 guests in attendance and that the next Networking Breakfast is slated for January 27, 2012. The Town Scavenger Hunt is underway and will run until 4PM on Monday, October 31, 2011. Scavenger Hunt photo sheets can be picked up at Town Hall, Library, Crawford's, Icing Bakery, Subway, Turn the Page, and Vesta and the event is open to everyone.
Council of Governments/Community Outreach – B. Wetzel. The Council of Governments held their meeting on September 22, 2011. The primary topic of discussion was recycling, with Julie Pippel stating that the recycling dumpsters, such as the two located at the Boonsboro Park and Ride, may be discontinued as of July 1, 2012. Council Member Wetzel stated that she contacted Greg Murray regarding the dumpster and his reply was that the contract with the company that provides the dumpster service is set to expire on June 30, 2012, and if it is not renewed the recycling drop box service would end, but that this has not yet been determined by the County. She further stated that Mr. Murray told her that the County Commissioners have given 60 days from their last meeting to come up with a recycling plan recommendation. The Community Outreach will hold their on October 13, 2011. 
· Watershed Implementation Plan (WIP): Town Planner Clark stated that she has been attending monthly meetings regarding the Watershed Implementation Plan (WIP) with Washington County and working towards developing a County-wide Plan. She further stated that the WIP committee has been waiting on the State to release the allocation numbers for the amount of TMDL which are permitted to reach the Bay, and that the goal is to establish 2-year milestone plans. 
· School Site Selection Committee: Town Planner Clark stated that she attended the School Site Selection Committee and reported that the Committee is making progress in regards to a site for a South County Elementary School in the Capital Improvement Plan slated for 2018, with hopes to have a draft proposal in December. 

Police Department Report – Chief J. Hewett. The Police Department received 377 calls for service, which included 52 motor vehicle violations and 14 parking citations. Arrests for the month of September included one (1) adult arrest and zero (0) juvenile arrests.
Town Manager’s Report – D. Smith
· Provided an update on the County Commissioners meeting items of concerns.  A response was received from Joe Kroboth regarding the Lakin Avenue stormwater issues and Library. The County has reviewed the Lakin Avenue site but is yet to determine if the road is County owned or a dedicated easement, and if stormwater improvements are their responsibilities. Town Manager Smith requested assistance from Town Planner Clark to research the easement matter. The Library icing issues will be resolved with the installation of a snow and ice melt system on the roof as soon as the equipment arrives. The Library sign size issue will need to be further addressed by the Boonsboro Library Board before the County can take action.

· Received the County’s final approval for the “as builts” for the stormwater pond at Shafer Park. The final retainage of $10,000 can now be released. 

· Received notice from the State Highway Administration regarding the Fiscal Year 2012 and 2013 Highway User Revenue Funds. Proposed HUR Funds will increase to $45,591 this year and be reduced to $30,095 next year.

· Received two responses back for the RFP for the long term financing of the Park Expansion Loan, with one more response pending. Proposals will be presented at the October Workshop meeting. 
· Meeting with Dave Kline of First Energy on October 6, 2011 regarding power interruption in Town and the effects on the Waste Water Treatment Plant. 

Council Member Wetzel stated need to form a three person Ethics Panel to fulfill the requirement of the Town’s Ethic Ordinance, which was passed in 2004. The Mayor stated that a group was established when the Ordinance was approved, and that a new panel will be appointed.
The Mayor asked for approval from the Council to sign and submit the final retainage of $10,000 to the Charles E. Brake Company based on the letter which was received from the County for the final approval for the “as builts” for the Shafer Park Expansion stormwater pond. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Assistant Mayor Long to release the final retainage of $10,000 to the Charles Brake Company, and motion carried. 
The Mayor stated that he and Police Chief Hewett both served Jury Duty this past month.
CITIZENS COMMENTS

Tim Roberts: (28 High Street) Voiced concerns regarding the excessive speeding on High Street in the morning and afternoon, noting that in his opinion the posted speed limit of 25 mph it too high for a street that narrow.
· Council Member Cynthia Kauffman suggested that Mr. Roberts attend the upcoming Police and Public Safety Commission meeting to further discuss his concerns.

Russell Palmer: (22 High Street) voiced similar concerns regarding the excessive speeding on High Street and the need to reinstate a Town-wide curfew due to young teenager roaming High Street during the night. Mr. Palmer stated that on many occasions he and his neighbors have had the gasoline siphoned during the night, which he had previously reported to the Police Department. 
· Council suggested that Mr. Palmer also attend the upcoming Police and Public Safety Commission meeting to further discuss his concerns.
Barinda Golden: Read poems called “Natalie’s Restaurant,” “Howard’s Dream” and “The 4 Friends”.
The Meeting closed at 8:40 PM and moved into Executive Session to discuss a potential litigation matter as permitted under Section 10-508(a)(8) of the Annotated Code of Maryland and to discuss a personnel matter as allowed under Section 10-508 (1)(i) of the Annotated Code of Maryland with a motion by Assistant Mayor Long, and second by Council Member Chambers, and motion carried.
