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REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, OCTOBER 1, 2012

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their Regular Meeting on Monday, October 1, 2012 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Cynthia Kauffman, Janeen Solberg, Barbara Wetzel and Sean Haardt. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Town Planner Megan Clark and Chief Jeffrey Hewett. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and the invocation offered by Mayor Kauffman. 
· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the September 4, 2012 Regular Session Minutes as amended, and motion carried.
· Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the September 4, 2012 Executive Session Minutes, and motion carried.
· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the September 25, 2012 Workshop Session Minutes, and motion carried.
· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the September 25, 2012 Executive Session Workshop Minutes, and motion carried.
· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the September 2012 Treasurer’s Report and motion carried.
· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the September 2012 Bills to be Paid and motion carried.

· Council Member Wetzel shared an article from The Washington Post Newspaper regarding the Bay Clean-Up and credit trading for nitrogen. 
· Assistant Mayor Long reminded the Town staff that the month of November is the Municipal Government Works Month, and asked that a proclamation be prepared and the flag displayed at Town Hall

NEW BUSINESS
Ordinance 2012-02; Zoning Text Amendments to Table Uses: Mayor Kauffman stated that a Public Hearing was held at 6:45 PM prior to the Regular meeting for public input for or against Ordinance 2012-02; Zoning Text Amendments to Table Uses, with no citizen comments made.  Motion by Assistant Mayor Long second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve Ordinance 2012-02; Zoning Text Amendment to Table of Uses, and motion carried. 

Introduction of Ordinance 2012-03; Recreational Vehicle/Trailer Parking Prohibited - Town Planner Clark stated that Ordinance 2012-03; Recreational Vehicle/Trailer Parking Prohibited prohibit recreational vehicles (RVs) and large commercial trucks and trailers from being parked on Town streets for more than 24 hours. Town Planner Clark stated that the Ordinance could be enforced on a case-by-case basis. She stated that she is requesting a Public Hearing 15 minutes prior to the December 3, 2012 Regular meeting. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long second by Council Member Wetzel to approve the Introduction of Ordinance 2012-03; Recreational Vehicle/Trailer Parking Prohibited and schedule a Public Hearing for December 3, 2012 at 6:45 PM, and motion carried. 

SHA Salt Agreement for Fiscal Year 2013 - Town Manager Smith stated that the State Highway Administration is requesting that the Town sign a five (5) year SHA Salt Utilization Agreement. She stated that each year the Town would receive a SHA Supplement Letter of Agreement between the SHA and the Town providing the salt price per ton cost adjusted in accordance with the current SHA contract prices. She further stated that the total cost for salt for the 2012-2013 winter storm seasons is $67.98 per ton, which is the same price as last year, and will not exceed $5,600. She stated that the omission of Assistant Mayor Long’s name on the draft Agreement would be corrected by the SHA. Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the SHA Salt Agreement for Fiscal Year 2013, and motion carried.

Septic Bill (SB236) Implementation: Planning Growth Tiers – Town Planner Clark stated that the Planning Commission approved the recommendation to the Mayor and Council at their September 26, 2012 meeting to adopt the Tier I Growth Tier for the entire Municipal boundary in accordance with the SB236 Implementation Policy. She stated that the Tier I Growth Tier reemphasizes the Town of Boonsboro as a growth area with available public sewer for development. Upon adoption of the Tier, the boundary will be submitted to the State Planning Department for review and comment. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the SB236 Implementation Policy Tier I Growth Tier for the Town, and motion carried.
 
Police and Public Safety Commission Re-Appointment – Council Member Haardt stated that the Police and Public Safety Commission made the unanimous recommendation to re-appoint Commission Member Frank Lum to a consecutive 3-year term. Motion by Council Member Haardt, second by Council Member Chambers to re-appoint Frank Lum to the Police and Public Safety Commission consecutive 3-year term, and motion carried. 

Mayor Kauffman stated that Trick-or-Treat will be held on Wednesday, October 31, 2012 from 6:00 PM until 8:00 PM. Assistant Mayor Long stated that the Boonsboro Sons of the American Legion will not be holding their annual children’s Halloween party this year, but will instead near the town square handing out candy that evening.

COMMISSION REPORTS 
Police & Public Safety Commission – S. Haardt. Meeting held on September 12, 2012. Discussions included concerns regarding the Cemetery Lane traffic and request from representatives from the Boonsboro Cemetery Board to change the street to one-way for safety reasons, suggestions to change traffic flow on Reeder’s Lane, plans for National Night Out 2013, and the need for sidewalk safety repair and street signage replacement. 
· Council discussed the need to further look at the traffic flow based on higher volumes of traffic traveling through Town and recommendations from the Police and Public Safety Commission. 

Park Board – C. Kauffman. Meeting held on September 26, 2012. Discussions included finalizing plans for Olde Tyme Christmas, the Park stream clean-up, the appointment of a committee to investigated and determine if the Town does need additional help for stream clean-up from the inmate crew or staff, Mt Nebo Preschool planting flowers at the Park flagpole, and the approval of requests to replace two trees in the Park from the Green Fest Committee and the Girl’s Scout Troop. It was noted that Town Manager Smith, Park Board Member Rich Hawkins and Public Works Crew Leader Greg Huntsberry toured the Park and reported that no further stream clean-up is needed at this time. 
· Council made suggestions for a new route to Shafer Park for the Santa Claus fire truck parade. Council Member Cynthia Kauffman will discuss the suggestions with the Park Board to determine the best parade route. 
· Town Manager Smith stated that it was determined that the tree beside the Town Christmas tree needs to be removed. Consensus it to remove the tree to preserve the Christmas tree and rent a stump grinder. Town Manager Smith asked that the Park Board submit their list of Christmas decoration and lights that need to be replaced.

Utilities Commission – K. Chambers. Meeting held on September 13, 2012. Discussions included the MDE Source Water Protection Plan and coordinating with Mark Eisner, of Advanced Land & Water, Inc, to arrange an introduction meeting between ALWI, Boonsboro, Keedysville and the County Planning Department on September 24, 2012 to review and give insight on the proposed Draft Plan, the progress letter on the MDE Groundwater Permitting from ALWI and the plans to mediate with MDE and DNR to clarify the requirements to support increased water appropriation to levels as the Town grows, an update on the MDE Vulnerability Assessment and Emergency Response Plan (VA/ERP) status and review of an apology letter from the President of the Board of Directors of Maryland Rural Water regarding the installation of  the VA/ ERP software at the WWTP without the Town Manager’s approval and/or knowledge, the review of Triad Engineering’s comments for the Keedysville Spring House modifications and the concerns regarding the MDE Joint Waterways Construction Permit application process and the consensus to move forward with the replacement of the concrete slab, the meeting between CDM representatives and Town staff regarding the WWTP Operation & Maintenance Assessment, and an update of the status of Capital Improvement Projects for Fiscal Year 2013 including the installation of the electric slide access gate at the WWTP by Horst Fencing Service, Inc and the recommendation to have Huntzberry Brothers remove a 1-foot coupon from the 4-inch waterline and test it for build-up before moving forward with the Maple Avenue Waterline Project.
· Town Manager Smith stated that a new company, Utility Services Associates, LLC, conducted the bi-annual Leak Detection Survey during the week of September 25, 2012, and reported that minor leaks were found around three-(3) hydrants with no major leaks being found to give aide in discovering the source of the average 35% quarterly water loss. She stated that a consultant may need to be contracted to examine the billing and metering side to determine if it may be resulting from an administrative issue. 

Planning Commission – H. Long. Meeting held on September 26, 2012. Discussions included the implementation of Senate Bill 236 and the recommendation to adopt the Tier I Growth Tier for the municipal boundary of the Town, the Warrior Boulevard construction phasing, and the recommendation from Town Planner Clark of amending the Ordinance requiring a Special Exception to approve home occupations which will be further discussed by the Planning Commission at their next meeting. 

Economic Development Commission – J. Solberg. The Networking Breakfast was held on September 21, 2012 at Vesta’s Restaurant. Doug Bast presented the new Boonsboro book. The next EDC meeting will be held on October 24, 2012. The Town Scavenger Hunt is underway with photo sheets available at Town Hall, the Library and various businesses. Answer sheets are due back to Town Hall by 4:00 PM on October 31, 2012. The next Networking Breakfast will be held on November 16, 2012. 

Environmental Commission – B. Wetzel. To date there are five (5) official applicants for the Commission, with October 15, 2012 being the deadline to submit applications. The Commission can have up to nine (9) members and information has been provided in the Town Newsletter and on the website. Tentative date for meetings is the 3rd Thursday of each month and Town Planner Clark has volunteered to be the Town staff member on the Commission.  
· Council Member Wetzel stated that the first full quarter of the Fiscal Year for the new Curbside Recycling Program has brought in 65 tons of recyclable products and represents 20% of the total weight for sanitation tonnage.

Council Member Wetzel stated that she would like to see the monthly meeting minutes for all of the Commissions and Boards placed on the Town website.

Police Department Report – The Police Department received 266 calls for service, which included 41 motor vehicle violations and 19 parking citations for the month of September. Arrests for the month of September included two (2) adult arrests and zero (0) juvenile arrests. 
· Chief Hewett stated that based on the vehicle agreement between the Town and himself, he is requesting that the title for the 2008 Jeep Police vehicle be re-titled in his name and insurance coverage transferred to his own personal insurance coverage due to his retirement on December 1, 2012. Council Member Chambers made the recommendation that the Mayor and Council use caution when approached with a similar vehicle agreement in the future. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to transfer the title of the 2008 Jeep Police vehicle to Jeffrey Hewett’s name per the terms stated in the vehicle purchasing and use agreement, and motion carried.

Town Manager’s Report – D. Smith
· Stated that Preferred Arbor Care has completed the trimming the trees in Shafer Park 
· Stated that the signage and sidewalks that were mentioned in the Police and Public Safety Commission minutes will be further discussed and addressed with the Commission. She stated that the signage replacement is listed under Capital Improvements for the Fiscal Year. 
· Stated that Council Member Wetzel and she met with representatives from Geostellar to discuss the analysis for the solar array installation options at the Waste Water Treatment Plant, noting that there is no change for the analysis.  

The meeting closed at 8:35 PM with a motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Chambers and moved into Executive Session as permitted under Section (a)(8) of the Annotated Code of Maryland to consult with staff, consultants, or other individuals about pending or possible litigation (regarding a developer matter).
