BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, OCTOBER 5, 2015

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their Regular Meeting on Monday, October 5, 2015 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center. In attendance were Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Janeen Solberg, Sean Haardt, Barbara Wetzel and Brigitte Schmidt. Also present were Town Manager Megan Clark and Police Chief Charles Stanford. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and the invocation offered by Assistant Mayor Long. 
· Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Schmidt to approve the Public Hearing Meeting Minutes for September 8, 2015; Mayor and Council Meeting Minutes for September 8, 2015; the Mayor and Council Workshop Meeting Minutes; and the Workshop Executive Session Meeting Minutes for September 29, 2015.
· Motion by Council Member Wetzel second by Council Member Haardt to approve the September 2015 Treasurer’s Report, and motion carried.  
· Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Haardt to approve the September 2015 Bills to be Paid Report, and motion carried. Council Member Wetzel commented that this is the least amount of tonnage the Town has had to pay for since the adoption of recycling.

Ginger Bigelow, 138 Lakin Avenue; commented on the website being up to date if the Town expects citizens rely on the web for information
Lorrena Wyand, 707 North Main Street; commented that some of the citizens did not get a chance to speak at the Public Hearing on September 8, 2015 and she thought there should be another hearing
Jake Jones, 13 Della Lane; commented on the Council passing the Chicken Ordinance when there was opposition and asked whether the Council would do the same thing for Pay-As-You-Throw
Julie Green, 701 North Main Street; asked why there is so much personal information required on the Transportation Survey

· Stated he attended many Town meetings and events during the month of September 2015
· Stated he attended the opening of the Robin’s Nest
· Stated he attended the Regulatory Reform Meeting with State, County, and local officials regarding regulations that deter or lengthen the process of opening a business in Maryland
Council Member Wetzel:
· Stated she attended many Town meetings and events during the month of September 2015
· Stated she attended the Boone Grave Dedication Ceremony
· Stated volunteers spent 20 plus hours stuffing envelopes for the October Water/Sewer billing 
· Stated the Intra-Boonsboro Transportation Meeting was held at the Boonsboro Hospice Center on September 24
Council Member Schmidt:
· Stated that she attended many Town meetings and events during the month of September 2015
Council Member Solberg:
· Stated that she attended many Town meetings and events during the month of September 2015
· Stated Comptroller Peter Franchot is very excited about the National Road Heritage Museum
· Stated that ‘Girls Night Out’ will be held on November 19 from 6:00 pm until 9:00 pm
· Stated that the Fall Bulk Clean-Up will be held in the Shafer Park parking lot on October 17 form 8:00 am until 1:00 pm, noting that Horizon Goodwill and Restore will both be there to accepted donated items
· Stated that Trick-or-Treat will be held on Saturday, October 31 from 5:00 pm until 7:00 pm

Police Department Report – Chief Stanford. The Police Department received 391 calls for service, which included 107 motor vehicle violator contacts for the month of September 2015. There were 4 adult criminal arrests, 0 adult traffic arrests, and 0 juvenile traffic arrest. Stated that the Department collected 16.85 pounds of prescription drugs through the Drug Turn-In Program for the month of September. Stated that the Department participated in Boonsborough Days, the 9/11 Remembrance Parade, the Heroin Epidemic Forum in Hagerstown and the deputizing of Officer Beall by the Washington County Sheriff’s Office. Chief Stanford reported he is coordinating with the Well’s House, Inc. for a Heroin and Substance Abuse forum to be held at Boonsboro High School. 

NEW BUSINESS 
Introduction of Ordinance 2015-03: Amendment to the Zoning Ordinance: Town Manager Clark, on behalf of the Planning Commission, provided proposed Ordinance 2015-03; An Ordnance to amend and Add Certain Provisions to the Zoning Ordinance to Allow for Tattoo Studios within the Town Central Zone with Changes Relating to its Text to the Council for their consideration. She stated that Ordinance 2015-03 proposes to define tattoo and tattoo parlors, remove tattoo parlors from the adult uses category and permit tattoo parlors as a special exception in the General Commercial  and Town Center Zoning Districts. Town Manager Clark stated that she is recommending that Ordinance 2015-03 to be introduced with a Public Hearing on the proposed Amendments to be scheduled for 6:30 PM on Monday, November 2, 2015 before the Regular November Meeting. Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Wetzel to introduce proposed Ordinance 2015-03; An Ordnance to Amend and Add Certain Provisions to the Zoning Ordinance to Allow for Tattoo Studios within the Town Central Zone with Changes Relating to its Text and schedule the Public Hearing for 6:30 PM on Monday, November 2, 2015, and motion carried.

Request to Bid: Snowplowing Contract: Town Manager Clark stated that she is requesting approval to advertise the Request for Proposals for additional snowplowing and sidewalk clearing for the 2015-2016 winter season to help relieve Town employees during large storm events. She stated that she is recommending that the RFP be advertised in The Herald-Mail Newspaper and the Town website, with proposals due by October 22. Motion by Council Member Haardt, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the advertising of the Request to Bid the Snowplowing Contract for the 2015-2016, and motion carried. 

Fiscal Year 2016 SHA Salt Agreement: Town Manager Clark reviewed that she provided the Council with a copy of the annual SHA Supplement Letter of Agreement between the State of Maryland and the Town for the payment of salt and/or aggregate for the winter of 2015–2016. She stated that the total cost for salt for the 2015-2016 season is $128.13 per ton, more than double from the previous year. She further stated that the 5-year SHA Salt Utilization Agreement, which was approved in November 2012 and revised in 2014, reflects an increase in the overall total value of salt for the entire 5-year term from $30,000 to $175,000. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Haardt to approve the SHA Supplement Letter of Agreement for Salt for the 2014-2015 winter storm season, and motion carried.

Request for Bond Reduction; Sycamore Run, Phase 1: Town Manager Clark stated in accordance with the approved Public Works Agreement for Sycamore Run, Phase I, the bond may be reduced when significant public improvements have been completed. Based on the Town Engineer’s recommendation, the bond is recommended to be reduced from $1,586,640.39 to $501,026.90. Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Haardt to reduce the bond for Sycamore Run, Phase I by $1,085,613.49 for a retained surety of $501,026.90, and motion carried. 

Donation Request; Boonsboro Warrior Band Boosters: Town Manager Clark stated that she received two Request for Donations from the Boonsboro High and Middle School Band Boosters for funds to be used towards the maintenance of the Band equipment and instruments. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Solberg to donate $100 to the Boonsboro High and Middle School Band Boosters, and motion carried 4-0 with Council Member Schmidt abstaining. 

EDC Reappointment: Town Manager Clark, on behalf of the Economic Development Commission, presented the recommendation to reappoint Richard Keesecker to the Commission for a 3-year term ending October 2018. Motion by Council Member Schmidt, second by Council Member Wetzel to approve the reappointment of Richard Keesecker for a 3-year term, and motion carried.

COMMISSION REPORTS 
Public Safety Commission – S. Haardt. Meeting held on September 17, 2015. Discussions included the mailing of the ‘thank you’ notes to the participants of NNO 2015, suggested ideas to look into to deter the ongoing speeding issues around Shafer Park and St. Paul Street, and possible grants that the Commission may be eligible for. 

Park Board –M. Clark. Meeting held on September 23, 2015. Discussions included the proclamation for Boy Scout Adam Metz’s Eagle Scout Project, the USAquatics pool and recreation center feasibility study presentation on October 13 to the Committee Members and October 21 to the public, the upcoming Concert in the Park, plans for creating a new mural on Pavilion 1, plans to start the Trail Design for the Park, and the purchases and plans for the upcoming Olde Tyme Christmas on December 4.  

Utilities Commission –B. Wetzel. Meeting held on September 10, 2015. ABM Building Services representatives; Chris Dellinger, Mark Turner and Andrew Bukaty, presented information on how their company could replace the water meters for all accounts in the Town. Meeting discussions included the tabling of the Well Maintenance Contract, the approval to accept the Shafer Park Well rehabilitation proposals from Philips & Son Drilling, Inc. for the estimated cost of $5,200, the approval to recommend the BMUC Charter Amendments and By-Laws to the Mayor and Council, the mailing of the Water brochure with the utility billing, and the approval to replace various large commercial water meters for the cost of $8,000 to $35,000 as a first step in helping achieve billing accuracy and to reduce water loss.  

Planning Commission –H. Long. Meeting held on September 22, 2015. Discussions included the approval to recommend the Zoning Text Amendment – Table 305: Tattoo Parlors as a Special Exception within the Town Center zoning district to the Mayor and Council, the preliminary site plan review for the proposed Dollar General in the lot adjacent to the Boonsboro Ambulance Company, and the Forest Mitigation Bank update. 

Economic Development Commission –J. Solberg. . No meeting was held during the month of September 2015. The Networking Breakfast was held at Vesta on September 18 with a guest speaker from Hospice of Washington County.

Environmental Commission –B. Schmidt. Special Meeting held on August 31, 2015. Discussions included the Pay-As-You-Throw program and plans of action for further educating residents. The Regular Meeting was held to coincide with the Mayor and Council Meeting on September 8, 2015.  

Town Manager Report – M. Clark. 
· Stated that $150,000 was awarded to the Town for the Sewer I&I Project from the ARC
· Stated that the new Shafer Park sign will be constructed with in the upcoming weeks
· Stated that she attended at training for the Sustainable Communities Program through DHCD and hopes to complete the application this winter
· Stated that the Transportation Surveys have been mailed to all Town residents and that about 50 paper and 20 online surveys have been received to date
· Stated that the Final Presentation of the Aquatic & Recreation Facility Feasibility Study will be presented by USAquatics on October 21 at 6:30 PM in the Town Hall Annex
