BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL

WORKSHOP MEETING
MONDAY, JUNE 27, 2011
The Mayor and Council held their Workshop Meeting on Monday, June 27, 2011 in the Town Hall Conference Room to set the Regular Session Agenda for Monday, June 6, 2011. Present were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Council Members Kevin Chambers, Cynthia Kauffman, Natalie Mose, Barbara Wetzel and Janeen Solberg. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Planning Director Megan Clark, Police Chief Jeff Hewett, and Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller. Assistant Mayor Long was excused and attending the MML Conference in Ocean City, Maryland representing the Town and Washington County. The Mayor stated that the Boonsboro is a MML “Banner City” this year, thanks to Assistant Mayor Long. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 
EDC Recommendation & Re-Appointments: Council Member Mose stated that Economic Development Commission Members Bruce Wilder, Doug Bast, and Cristen Moss are requesting re-appointment to the Commission for consecutive three (3) year terms. Council Member Mose further stated that Carol Blessing, owner of Green Bamboo, is also seeking appointment to the Commission, and that the Commission voted unanimously for their re-appointment and appointment. Consensus is to move forward with the re-appointments and appointment. (New Business)

Resolution 2011-03: Amendment to King Road Annexation Agreement; Commencement of Development: Planning Director Clark presented Resolution 2011-03 to the Mayor and Council, explaining that it allows for the development of King Road Associates, Phase 1 to commence. She stated that the proposed Resolution is an Amendment to the 2006 Annexation Agreement Section 3; Zoning and Land Use, and that Phase 1 is for 104 single-family lots. She further stated that Attorney Wantz has reviewed the proposed Resolution. Consensus is to present Resolution 2001-03 at the July Regular meeting. (New Business)

Introduction of Ordinance 2011-02; Zoning Text Amendment to Allow Domesticated Chickens: Planning Director Clark presented Ordinance 2001-02; Zoning Text Amendment to Allow Domesticated Chickens to the Mayor and Council, explaining that the Ordinance will be introduced at the July Regular meeting and that a Public Hearing will be scheduled prior to the August Regular meeting if the Planning Commission recommends the Ordinance for approval. She stated that she conducted research for the Ordinance and that the Text Amendment would require residents to obtain an annual permit regulating three (3) chicken hens per lot, the hens must be kept in an enclosed area, that residents would not be permitted to sell their eggs. (New Business)
Town Manager Comments: Sewer system smoke testing will begin on Thursday, June 30, 2011. Town Manager Smith stated a notice was placed on the back page of The Herald-Mail Newspaper on June 24, and that ‘door-hanger’ announcements will be placed on residents’ front doors at least 72 hours before the smoke test begins. She further stated that the north end of Main Street would be the first area of testing, working in towards Town and concentrating on the Graystone area. She explained that testing may not be conducted on Friday, July 1 due to preparation for the Independence Day event, but that it will begin again on Tuesday, July 5. Town Manager Smith and the Public Works Department will conduct the sewer system smoke testing, and that the fire and rescue departments and 911 emergency dispatch have been notified. 
Mayor and Council Comments:
· Council Member Wetzel voiced concerns regarding the results of the State Highway Administration speed test, which was performed on Main Street, noting that speed limits need to be reduced from 30 miles per hour to 25 miles per hour, and that a SHA representative should be invited to attend a Mayor and Council meeting to further explain the speed test findings. 
· The Mayor announced that the Governor’s Office of Crime Control and Prevention awarded the Town $15,873 for the 2012 State Aide for Police Protection. 
The Workshop Meeting closed at 7:50 PM with a Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Solberg to moved into Executive Session to consult with legal counsel as permitted under Section 10-508(a)(7) of the Annotated Code of Maryland, and motion carried.
