PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING MINUTES

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Chairperson Wright declared the Minutes of the February 27, 2018 meeting approved as submitted.
NEW BUSINESS
	Consideration of Sign Variance – Sterling Care South Mountain 141 South Main Street
Chairman Wright invited Sarah Rohrer of Sterling Care South Mountain to present their request for a sign variance.  Ms. Rohrer indicated they are the new owners of the former Reeders Memorial Home.  They are requesting a variance from the current sign standards which limit the height of the entrance sign to 5 feet and the size of the sign to 20 square feet.  As described in the letter they provided for the packet Sterling Care South Mountain is proposing a sign under 6 feet with a total square footage of 28.8 square feet.  This is proposed as a replacement of the existing sign utilizing the current lighting.
Vice Chairman Maricle suggested that before the Commission can finalize its recommendation to the Board of Zoning Appeals it should request two renderings, one showing the size  dimensions, support structure, and lighting of the existing sign and the second showing the same for the proposed new sign.  The Commission asked that the renderings and information provided by Sterling Care South Mountain also show the location of the proposed sign on the property and any change in the size and location of the posts or foundation that will support the sign.  The Commission also asked that the renderings show the existing and proposed lighting of the sign to clarify whether there is any proposed change in lighting. 
It was noted that the sign location did not create be any impairment of visibility for drivers of motor vehicles.
Vice Chairman Maricle made a motion that once the requested information is received and forwarded to the Commission members, an e-mail vote can be taken and then forwarded as a Planning Commission recommendation to the Board of Zoning Appeals prior to its meeting on April 17, 2018.
The Commission also discussed the need to clarify the application of the Town’s code to the signage since the entrance sign is two sided and there is also a sign located at the building.  It was also noted that the property zoning for the location of the entrance sign, Town Residential, may be different than the zoning designation for the building which is located some distance from the street.
Planning & Zoning Updates
Councilmember Solberg advised the Commission that Ethan Strickler has accepted the Town Planner Position and will begin work on April 16, 2018.
Interim Town Manager, Bruce Zimmerman stated that he had received a call from Jim Draper, the developer for the Fletcher Grove Project.  Mr. Draper is intending to meet with the Planning Commission at the April meeting.
Citizen Comments
There were no citizen comments this evening.
Commission Member Comments
It was noted that the next Commission meeting on Tuesday April 27, 2018 will include the election of new officers.
