APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Chairman Wright declared the Regular Meeting Minutes of the October 24, 2017 meeting approved as submitted. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Zoning Text Amendment – Temporary Storage Facilities
Town Manager Clark presented a revised text amendment for temporary storage facilities that included a new provision for emergencies; as requested by the Mayor and Council. 

 The Planning Commission discussed the change and reiterated the need for the Zoning Text Amendment to ensure that the containers would not start being used as permanent facilities and take away from the character of residential neighborhoods.

NEW BUSINESS


AC&T – Request for Plan Change
Town Manager Clark presented the staff report for the Request for Plan Change for AC&T. She stated AC&T wishes to revise the approved plans to rebuild the existing three bay-1800 square foot carwash as a 2,405 square foot 2-bay structure. 

Motion by Member Parmelee, second by Member Jamison to approve the Request for Plan Change contingent upon engineering comments being address. Motion passed unanimously. 


Recommendation to the Board of Zoning Appeals – BZA17-02 – Request for Variance
Chairperson Wright stated the Planning Commission can choose to make a recommendation on cases forwarded to the Board of Zoning Appeals (BZA). Town Manager Clark stated an application to vary the rear setback for a 288 sq. ft. shed had been forwarded to the BZA.

The Commission reviewed the application and noted neighboring properties had shed near the rear property lines. 

Motion by Member Parmelee, second by Chairperson Wright, to recommend approval of the variance request to the Board of Zoning Appeals. Motion passed unanimously,.
