August minutes were approved with a motion from Rick Stevens and seconded by Jen Paugh PSC voted to approve the July minutes.

Citizen’s comments: 
	Phil Aversa, 301 Lanafield Drive has concerns with the speeding by and in front of his property at Kinsey Heights (Maple Avenue).  Just beyond his house, is the 30mph sign where the Welcome to Boonsboro sign is, and the speed in front of his property is 40 mph.   He stated that as soon as drivers see the speed limit change, they would accelerate to 40+.  Rick suggested that we look in to moving the 30 mph sign further back on Maple Avenue where it becomes Mapleville Road.

Old Business:
	The trailer at Knode Circle has been moved to the owner’s driveway.  He is in compliance as long as he keeps it there.  Chad suggested that perhaps the M&C should have a policy for commercial vehicles in residential areas.
The parking issues at the 200 block of Main Street are in the process of getting pained.

New Business:
Acting Chief Morgan was working on getting educated with the speed trailer.  The former Chief did not train any of the staff and they were trying to locate the book to figure it out.  Terri offered to download the information and was meeting with Kevin on Saturday to see if they could get it operating.

Chad stated that September was Preparedness Month.  He had many ideas/plans to share with our residents for safety plans during a disaster, flooding, with your pets, etc.  Christi will share with Kim next week so that a new idea can be on the web page each week.  Councilman Hanson invited the PSC to the October 9th meeting where the DNR will be educating the public with environmental ideas. 

The status of the new Police Chief and Officer’s positions were discussed.  Dave Riser will be the new part-time Officer.  He teaches during the day at Tech High and worked part-time at Smithsburg.  He has all the training and we will not have to pay benefits.  Councilman Weaver stated that they were in the process of interviews for the Chief. 

Chad and Terri will continue to meet and work with Neil Parrott in regards to the crosswalk safety.  Terri stated there was a meeting on September 25th at 11:00, Md State Police Barracks with lots of others with concerns about crosswalks in the communities.  Rick Stevens stated that he also would be in attendance.

PSC talked about the Opioid crisis and discussion on how to make it more aware to our community.  Jen offered to contact Emily Keller (Pain the Town Purple) and Christi will be contacting the Health Dept to see if we can arrange for an educational session on NarCan for the Boonsboro Community.  We will also be adding information on out social media pages.

Breast Cancer Awareness is the month of October and we will be placing pink ribbons through town.
