Meeting Minutes 
Thursday, October 18, 2018

Present:  Chairman Chad Matthews, Christi Weaver, Greg Seymour, Jean Burns, Jen Paugh and M & C Liaison Terri Hollingshead and Police Chief Kevin Morgan.  Absent with notice Rick Stevens, without notice Marty Love.

Chairman Chad called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm.
	September minutes were approved with a motion from Jean Burns and seconded by Jen Paugh
[bookmark: _GoBack]Guest speaker, Emily Keller, talked with the commission about Washington Goes Purple.  She talked about the opioid epidemic and drug abuse.  So far this year, we have had 255 drug overdoses and 49 deaths in Washington County because of drug abuse.   Emily feels like we failed our children by not educating them. We need to get into the communities and the school to educate parents, staff and students. Her mission is to get each town to join in her efforts with the Police Departments and become a partner, spread awareness, and get your town officials involved with your own Walk & Talk.  They started a task force  (Walk and Talk) and went door to door in Hagerstown last month and collected 35 pounds of outdated & old prescriptions, and non-using medications, including over the counter. She believes that going door to door is a better way to dispose, and educate the older residents about locking up your meds, etc.  She passed out literature for Chad to share with the Mayor & Council and to discuss our partnership for Paint Washington Purple in September 2019. Emily spoke to the WCBOE and now has a student representative on her task form.  WCPS only allows 2hours in the curriculum which takes place in 10th grade.  We need to start educating all now.  Much discussion took place by the commission members and we have decided to go door to door 4 times a year after with the approval of the police chief and council members.  Jen Paugh is working with the schools and the Wells House and Christi is working with the schools, health department and Emily to get a date for our Narcan drug training.  Chief Morgan thought it was a good idea and spoke about removing the drug container at the Police Dept.  He stated that citizens don’t read the sign and dispose of liquids and also needles.  This becomes a safety hazard.
Citizen’s comments:  Sunny Robinson spoke to the commission about the noise at her house in Sycamore Run.  Her house is by the cemetery and they start mowing at 5:30 am.  She stated that she was speaking for her neighbors as well and asked if we could possibly make a suggestion/requirement to them that they begin at 7:00 am.  Terri stated that she thought there was a noise ordianance and would check on it.  Christi said that she would be willing to call the Cemetery Board Director, Rodney Cline.
Greg Seymour stated that there are no parking signs by the 30ft off of Main Street (entrance) and no speed limit signs at Sycamore Run.  Terri is going to speak with Ethan and will report back.  Complaints were also made about the speed of the cars coming through in the morning and rush hour.  Chief Morgan stated that he would move the speed trailer to that location this week.  
 Chad and the commission congratulated Kevin Morgan for becoming the Chief of Police.  He was honored to have this role.   He stated that they have a man at the academy and asked Kim Miller to open up the job so that we can have more people apply for additional positions.  If we have applicants on file, then we can look over and get the process moving faster.  Sycamore Run residents asked Kevin if we had a Neighborhood Watch.  Chad suggested a training packet and Chief is going to check.  
Terri spoke to John Wolford about our road situation and stated he said it could begin at any time.  We could be grinding out spaces on Main Street next week.
Chad attended the National Preparndness Training and was taught about flooding and fire, etc disasters.  He stated it was a good program and he would like to educate our members.  He reached out to Tom Brown to do volunteer training.
Jen Paugh spoke about the Sheriff for Protection Program and thought it was a great resource.  Terri is going to follow up on that. 
Jean Burns shared that the last chicken BBQ will be held Saturday at the ambulance hall.  They were also offering soup and baked goods.  All this helps with the upkeep of the station.  She also said that the ambulance was up and running.
Council Terri Hollingshead stated that the M&C hired a new town manager, Paul Maurilio, and he would be starting his position later in November.  He was from Frederick and worked at the Community Action Council. She also stated that they now have direct deposit and that the payroll is streamlined.
Motion made by Jean and seconded by Jen to adjourn the meeting at 8:04.  Next meeting scheduled for Thursday, November 15, 2018 at 7:00 pm.
