Old Business:  Jen Paugh questioned why Bill Bigelow was approved for the PSC without discussion from our commission when there were others that were interested. Farmer’s Market is also held on NNO in the park and we decided that perhaps they should switch nights or move to the library area as they do for the carnival week.  
New Business:  Chairman Stevens requested that we, as a group, walk and talk with our town folk to see what issues need to bring to our attention for safety, including sidewalks, traffic, fences, etc.  Greg suggested that perhaps we can walk on our meeting night.   Discussion on the CERT Training was that we need to break down the time in small components instead of all day.  Chad is going to contact Tom Brown to see if that can be done.  The Mission Statement still needs some clarification and Rick will follow in September.  Attendance needs to be looked at and put in writing on our statement.  Chairman Stevens is liking into other Washington County agencies to see what their policies are.
Chief Morgan stated that there was an issue with a glare at the park and ride (turnabout) and that was corrected.  He also stated that we had a suicide by the park.
Councilman Weaver shared that Stu Mullendore was appointed to BMUC and John Hart to the Planning Commission.  The council was working on the Resolution for Fox Gap.
