The meeting was called to order by Sandra Shifler at 7:00PM
The November minutes were read and approved. Motion by Rich  seconded by Jeff
Unfinished Business:
Ethan Strickler, Town Planner presented the status of our open space grant with $13,400 remaining budget.  Some of the options that the grant manager would consider as appropriate expenditures include: Parent child swing, basketball hoops, trash/recycling containers, benches, petway station, seesaw, jet spring, pond aerator, Handicapped water fountain, merry go round, wheelchair accessible picnic table.
Discussion narrowed recommendations to include: a shade sail for the tot lot, trees for the main entrance sign and a handicapped swing near the tot lot.
Borne Learning Trail update:  Kathy Saxman would like to meet with the Park Board at our March meeting.  We will finalize at the February meeting.  We would request some supporting information including a sketch, layout or samples and a map indicating existing park trails.
Tree Board: We are looking to get back to the data set which Anthony was spearheading.  We would also like to move the tree ordinance forward.  Greg will forward to Paul Mantello and the Park Board.  Tree tags should be ordered this week.  14 new trees were planted in the new side of the park.  The Tree City growth award has been submitted.  We are looking into additional grant options.  Potentially approaching the BEC to look for funding for lunches at a mini series on tree care later this year.   Also discussed the potential of planning and installing an arboretum in the historic park.
Summer Concert Series: Waiting on a response from the Navy Band, the Air Force band cannot come.  Rohersville band has been contacted re: July 4th as has Jeff Taulton.  South Mountain Jam is willing to participate in our summer concert series as are the Cruisers.  The Barbershop Chorus is tentatively booked for Sept. 15th.  Other options include the Plate Scrapers and South Mountain Creed.  February meeting should be shored up a little tighter.
Summer Movie Series: Looking at 3rd Saturday of June-Sept.  We just received this years movie catalog from Swank.  Greg will have recommendations for February meeting.  
New Business:
Air Doctor Heating and Air wants to ponsor Olde Time Christmas.  The question would be what do they expect as a result.  Probably not worth it as we really do not spend much on the event.  If they are looking for a table tent at the refreshment table that would probably be OK, if they are looking for “Naming Rights” that would be over the top.  We will need additional information.
Town Updates:
The Easterday property is moving forward with Highs, there is a post office penciled in, but no contract yet.  The town is looking at the same group for the mowing contract.  The Billing Clerk vacancy is posted.  The Wastewater Operator position was offered but has not been accepted yet.  
Comments: 
Chris asked if there was any concern with the elementary school using the park on May 11th.  The board felt that would be acceptable.  May is a busy month with the following events already scheduled: Fishing Derby, May 4th,Greenfest, May 18th, Wagon train, May 19th
Boonsboro Christian Church would like to host an egg hunt at the Park on Saturday April 13th.  Pending calendar conflicts we would approve and recommend waiving the fees.
