APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Chairman W. Carvel Wright declared the meeting minutes of the January 23, 2013 Regular Meeting of the Planning Commission approved as submitted.
NEW BUSINESS
RECOMMENDATION TO THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL: Fletcher’s Grove, Phase II Bond Release

Town Planner Clark stated the Mayor and Council had entered into a One-Year Maintenance Agreement for the storm drainage, curbing, and paving within Fletcher’s Grove, Phase II Development a year ago. A final inspection of the improvements had been completed by the Town Engineer, and staff is recommending release of the bond and the acceptance of the subdivision improvements.
Member Ambrose made a MOTION TO RECOMMEND TO THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL TO RELEASE THE BOND FOR FLETCHER’S GROVE, PHASE II AND ACCEPT THE SUBDIVISION IMPROMENTS. Secretary Koerting seconded the motion. THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY. 
RECOMMENDATION TO THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL: 

Reappointment of Kim Koerting and Steve Jamison to the Planning Commission
Chairman Wright made a MOTION TO RECOMMEND REAPPOINTMENT OF KIM KOERTING AND STEVE JAMISON TO THE PLANNING COMMISSION FOR A FIVE YEAR TERM. THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

RECOMMENDATION TO THE BOARD OF ZONING APPEALS: 

BZA13-02: Request for Special Exception, In-Home Daycare at 3 Chestnut Avenue

Town Planner Clark presented a request for Special Exception to establish an in-home daycare at 3 Chestnut Avenue. The Planning Commission felt since the lease provided for the tenant to establish a business at the property, and the a daycare provider is licensed through the state, the application should be approved.

Vice-Chairman Maricle made a MOTION TO RECOMMEND TO THE BOARD OF ZONING APPEALS APPROVAL OF THE REQUEST TO ESTABLISH AN IN-HOME DAYCARE AT 3 CHESTNUT AVENUE. Member Jamison seconded the motion. THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY. 

DISCUSSION

ZONING ORDINANCE UPDATE
Town Planner Clark presented proposed revisions to Articles One, Three, and Ten of the Zoning Ordinance. The following revisions were discussed in detail by the Planning Commission:
Article One: 
New Sections 105 through 109 to additionally describe the general provisions of the Ordinance

Article Three: 

Incorporate the TR-1, TR-2, TC-R, and Open Space districts into the ordinance and Table of Uses; 

Add minimum standards for special exception uses;

Incorporate a Smart Neighborhood/Planned Urban Development Overlay Zone;

Allow an In-Home Daycare as a permitted use within all residential districts;

Revisit townhomes and apartments as permitted uses rather than special exceptions;

Allow bed and breakfasts within the SR Zone;

Allow non-commercial recreational activities within the TCR Zone;

Allow commercial outdoor recreation as a special exception use within the GC Zone;

Remove all design standards from the Table of Uses


Article Ten:



Reorganize and add minimum standards for variance and special exceptions; and 

Provide specific considerations for the Board of Zoning Appeals to follow prior to deciding a case

Town Planner Clark stated she would bring several other revised articles to the Commission the following month and requested the articles the Commission reviewed and agreed upon be forwarded to the Town Attorney for review. The Commission agreed.
