Old business summation;
· Narcan training last month was an eye-opening experience for those who attended.  The committee will plan similar training in the spring.
· The police department is still in the process of hiring another officer.
New business discussions with the following summation;
· Alt 40 and Maple; crossing guard situation needs to be addressed.  Chad Matthews stated he would contact WCPS to get a factual answer to the situation.
· The camera in front of the police station is an upgrade to their current inventory of cameras already in place.
· NNO planning will begin, and a committee established to assist with coordinating efforts.
· Police department stated they served three warrants and made two juvenile arrests.
· The fire department would like the traffic square of Alt 40/Potomac Street reevaluated to accommodate the ladder truck.  The turning radius does not allow for safe passage through the intersection.
· Rescue squad noted they saved $60,000 by fixing the current ambulance.
· Mayor and council report described the sale of a few police cars, purchase of fireworks and the possibility of a Highs gas/convenience store at the intersection of MD 67/Alt 40.
