Meeting was called to order by Chad Matthews at 1900 hours. The minutes were approved.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Old Business: At this time there will be no Crossing Guard posted at the Intersection of Alt 40 and Mapleville Rd-no funding available. The Turn light will remain Red therefore traffic will have to stop and make a right turn on Red.  Chief Morgan reported that with the new traffic pattern at the square traffic on Young Ave have been down from 3000 to 1300 vehicles.  Tom Brown with the Washington County Mgmt has stated that approximately 15 citizens are interested in the Cert Training Program. Time and location to be announced in the future.  Chief Morgan announced that the Box for the Take Back Drug Program will only be taking pills from the local citizens-no more needles or liquids
There was discussion from Mr. McAleer regarding an incident in the Crestview Area and youngsters throwing snowballs at windows. The Sheriff’s Department through 911 Dispatch was notify but had no one available. Chief Morgan returned to Boonsboro and patrolled the area but was unable to find any perpetrators.  Chad will attempt to meet with the Sheriff’s Dept.  Chief Morgan also reiterated that the Town Police are not covered under the County Insurance if they are injured while answering a call for the county outside of the town limits.

New Business: Rick Stevens was questioning the parking spaces at the National Road Museum.  There was to be only a handicap space available. This will be referred back to our Council Liaison.  Also, Rick ask Chief Morgan if the Speed Trailer could be placed on Park Drive in the area of his home to monitor the cars using the area as a by-pass particularly on school days.
